REGULATING IMMIGRATION,

New and diringent Rwles Adoptad st
Aew York,

New Yorx, March 25.—The Em-
igration  Commissioners  enacted. a
very important ruie to-day concern-
ing the examination of alhen passen-
gers on iucoming vessels Hereto-
tere the commissioners never extend-
ed jurisdiction over any but steerage
passengers, Experieree taught them
that objoctionable people, plainly
within the prohibited class, came
over ae secona cabin and interme-
diate parsengers, and sianjly because
they traveled in the anstocratie see-
tion of a yessel they were permitted
to land withont guestiming. It was
to prevent the landing of these peo-
ple and for a more rizid enforcement
of the prohibitory act that the com-
missions teok this step At a special
meeting Lhis afternoon Ciunmissioner
Stephenson  iutroduced two resol-
utions. The first authorizes the offi-
cers of the commission who board jin-
coming vessels from furcigu ports to
make an exammation of all alicn pas-
senger: om arriving vessels, The
second is  sweeping and more im-
portant than the first, ard its exe-
cution muy meet with strenusus op
position from steamship companies.
It directs that the agents «f versels
carrying passengers lroin fore gu
ports must land all alicn passengers
excepting thore designated as tirst
class, at Castle Garden. The reso-
lutivne met with no opposition and
were Fu-ed unanimounely.
