During the past
few years much of the work has
been of a dilatery character, vet
lerding to great results, and ever
with a few trees peopie have been
learning to raise cecoons, and tree
planting 18 becoming a aystemized
«ffort. Uotil this is general no io-
creace of nroduction will occur.
