NEW TORPEDO BOAT.
Fast Time Expected of the Herre-
shoffl Craft.

New York Tribune.

The new torpedo boat which the
Herreshofls are building for the Navy
Department at Brisiol, R. 1., is fast
pearing completion and is expected to
be ready for trial in another month or
six weeks. She s 137 fect long, 14}
feet beam and § feet depth of hold,
with a drauhgt of 3 feet 8 inches on
the load line. She 13 to carry a
secondary battery of two six-ponnder
rapid-firing guns, -and the contract
calls for a speed of twenty knote per
honr on the official trial. This won-
der of marine architecture was de-
signed by Nathaniel G. Herresnoff
a«d his blind brother, Johun B., the
famous designer and bLuilder of svme
of the Iastest steam archis in the
world, and they - éonfidently exprct-a
speed of twenty-three knots with the
new boat.

The yessel will be propelled by
twin screws attached to steel shafts
extending from either side of the
stern, connected with two quadraple
expansion engines with five cylinders,
calculated to  develop  1600-horse
power, The vessel will be diyided
into eight water-tight compartments.
The engizes will be in the middle of
the boat with one of the boilers for-
waid and the other abalt the engines,
thus occupying three of the compart-
ments. The quarters for the officers
will be aft and those for the crew
forward—just the reverse of the ar-
rangements in the momtors, There
will be no deck houses, hence the
craft will not be a comfortable one in
the tropics, nor in summer time in
this latitude, notwithstanding that
she is to be fitted with several patent
ventilating boilers to supply the
quarters with fresh air. T'wo large
torpedo shutes are fitted on either
side of the bow, so placed as to be
protected by the turtleback of the
torward part of the boat.

The pilot-house will be a small
tower just forward of the smokepipe,
while another tower near the stern
will be for the lookout. The een-
tract price for the new boat is §82,.
750, with a condition of §1500 extra
for each quarter of a knot made in
excess of twenty-three knots.

But all the same you mmay be cer-
tain that a stenographic report of
that ceoversation would mahke
what the late Horace Greeley was
woot to call “mighty interesting
resuing.”

Private Secretary Halford says
that Gen. Harrison is in as good
health as he has bsen for twenty
years. Mr. Halford isin a position
to kuow abeut the President's
health, and of course we must be-
lieve what he says, and yet ome has
oply to stand in the White House
door and listen te the cenversation
of those whe have just shaken
bands with the President to dis-
cover that nine out of every ten of
them believe him te be a sick muo.
It is to be hoped thatit will turn out
to be one of those pumerous im-
stances in which “appearances are
deceptive.”

Secretary Noble has given
