According to all experence upon
the subject it should have caused
instant death, but the man lived
some time. The Chronicle says
the death of James B. Hill, the
contractor, who lay for thirty-four
daysAvith a broken neck, ends one
of the most extraordinary cases of
human vitality on record. The
man was dead from the armpits
downward as soon as the bale of
hay struck him. The total paraly-
sis of his body left him with simply
the brain and the internal organs
to support life. In ordinary cases
the struggle ends in a few hours, or
at most, in a few days, vet this
man sarvived for more than a
month, periectly conscious, able to
take considerable nourishment,
vet for all practical purposes us

Pharaoh. The case simply shows
that surgeons have much to learn
of the power of the human frame
to withstand disea » and grave
injury.
