THEEXECUTIONOF CRIMINALS

Docters Ceunld I'rovide a Method of
I'oisoning to he Given in Sleep.
Electrical Engincer,
The Electrical Eagineer does not
share the feeling expressed by some
electricians that  the employment
of the electric current in capital
punishment would disgrace or stigma-
tize. their vocation. We take the
liberty, however, to point out the
following parvagraph from the report
of the commissior;
““Your commissioners are firmly
convinee © that it the criminal could
be put to death in a certain and eflica-
cious manner the purpose of the law
weuld be achicved equaliy well as i
the terrors of death were enhanced by
the infliction of prolouged physical
torture before the end was finally ae-
complished.  Various suggestioms
have been made as to the means of
accomplishing such a result. One
has been the injection o! a vielent and
sudden poison, such -as prussic acid,
by means of the hypodermi: needle,
into the body of the condemued,
which 1s open to the very serious ob-
jection that the use of the instrument
is so asseciated with tha practic of
medicineand as a legitimate means of
alleviating buman suffering that is is
hardly deemed advisable te urge its
application for the purpose of legal
executions agaimst the almost un-
animous protest of the medical pro-
iession,”
We are not told when and how the
medical profession was polled on the
nestion, but the above 1
clearly implies that the suggestion of
ison was satisfactory but for the
eelings of the doctors.

It has always seemed to us that the
question of simpler and more human
executions could be best met by phy-
sicians. There is no doubt that
they counld provide a gimple methed
of pereoning, which could be applied
with no expectant attemtion on the
part of the condemned—unawares,
say in sleep, if desirable, as we think
it is—and which would be nearer ce:-
tain to inflict no conscious physical
suffering than zny other means
hitherto suggested.

A Hanging Read Near Lucernme.

The differ-
ence in level between the two points
is set down at 194 metres, th:dis-
tance between them at 465 metres.
The read apparatus wonld consist ef
six wire cables, quite indeperdent of
onec another, on which six light pulley
wheels would move, and from thess
wheels a small omnibas, capable ef
carrying eight persons, would bang.
The omnibus will be drawn by a rope
attached to a steam engine to be
placed on the Oberhaupt.
