VALUABLE
A Mine of Earth Used by Faper
Manu aclov “ers

Newv York Tel:ram

A mapufecturer who, when a
Loy, bad worked in a maper faciory,
and bad thus become familia;1 with
the clays used fer sizicg and
weighting paper, was ridisg aleng
a new road in S5t, Lawrence ceunuy,
when he neticed a peculiar ferma -
tion of soit white rock through
whick the read passcd for some
dis‘ance. Taking a sample, he ex
amined it carelully wunder the
microscope, and found thst it was
fibreus. and evidently peculiarly
adapted w paper making. He
then had tests made by manufuct-
urers, who reported so faverably
that he beught the land and began
mining. He is mew shipping ever
100 tens & day, and his product is
rapidly displacimg the clays for-
mer.y used, as its fibrous nature
makes it part of the warp and weft
of the naper, instead of sizing only.
Ne sther such deposit is at present
kmewn in the country.

New tools for cutting purposes
ghould be rather hard than soft, as
the temper will be reduced by wear.

An espalier pear tree at Pollet,
France, was planted in 1550, and is
now the oldest in Europe.

4,000 pears yearly,

A laboratory intended mainly for
the study of bacteria in milk is to be
establistied in Berlis. Infant mor-
tality is known to be largely due fo
unwholecome milk, which can be
rendered harmless by destroying the

germs.

The bighest pressury used to drive
a water-wheel 1s claimed by a valley
near Grenoble, Framce, where a tur-
bine ten feet in diameter has been
operated since 1875 with a head of
1C38 feet. A flow of about seventy-
five gallous of water per second giyes
a force of 150 horese-power.
