DENIES THE CHARGE.

i Thelsan Francisvo Chinese Couswal
General.

Sax Fraxcisco, Sept. 2.—Leong
Hang Trang, the consul general of
Chinz in this city, through his
secretary. made 4 statement vester-
day  of his uactions in relation
to the charge of malfeasance in
ollice preferred by Moy Bock King,
a Chinese contracior of Port-
land, Oregon. Bock’s charges
were in effect that the consul zen-
eral had appropriated to his own
use $300,000, or thereabouts, which
his government had authorized him
to receive as indemmnity for the
property owned Ly Chinese resi-
dents which was destroved by mob
violence in 1885 and =uisequent
vears,

“In the first place,” said the sec-
retary. after having received the
sanction of the consul general,
‘these attacks npon his excellency
are the results of personal
Erejudiee and ignorance. Mr. Tsang
bhas taken no cognizance of these
attacks and ke, as well as others
conversant with the matter, are
 confident that the Chinese govern-
ment will treat them in a similar
manner. Mr. Teang in the two
years he has been consul general
here has made many enemies, and
such a result was to be expected.
To fill the position is to invite such
attacks from persons whose
ambitions have been defcated.
Concerning the foundation for
them Mr. Tsang wiches to say that
he has never since his appointment
as consul generalto ¥an Francisco
received $300,000 or anvthing like
 that amount  from the United
States Government. Altogether,
the United States has paid to the

indemnify the sufferers from mob
violence in the territories of Alas-
ka, Washington, Montana and
Wyoming, This amount was paid
to the accredited diplomatic repre-
Washington and
turned over to the consul general
at San Francisco for disbursement
upon the order of the imperial gor-
ernment. Instructions as to the
method for disbursing this money
accomparied the indemnity itself,
amd the consul general simply had
to follow these directions.
