An Astonishing MEmerial Erected

By a Sorrowling Widow.

Trenton Letter to the Philadelphia Times,

The sty of the queerest tribute to
the dead on record. comes from Lam-
bertville, in  Hunterdon county.
Near thut town lives Mrs. Elisha
Pratt, widew of Deacon 1’ratt, who
was famous as a farmer, a genial =oul
and an avdent  Methodist.  He was
particulariy fond of tickling his ap-
petite, and was deemel cousiderahle
of an wpieure. iz wife was an ex-
celleut cook, and ver dinoer- Wwore
rave exhibitions of enlinary skilr for a
rural veight orhood.  The Deacon en-
joved nothizg better than a housvinl
of clergymen aronnd 4 table Luden
with templing victuale. And Mys,
Pratt, who doted on the deacon, was
i her ewement whea 1!1‘-1*31'5,!11_.: such a
feast and lhelping entertain  such
gomlly guests.

Atcut a year ago a nuinber of min-

isters were on their way to the camp-
meetiug at Ocean Grove. There were
jugt a dozen of them. Deacon Pratt
had them all stop over night at s
farmhouge, aml gcave ther a rousing
|tiimn.-|‘ carly in the cvening. It was
adinner moedeled on the New England
plan, as Pratt came from Vermont
and so did his wife. There was
everything conceivable to eat and
plenty of reasonably hard cider to
drink. The deacun was in the best
of humor, and partook even more
heartily that usual of the food. His
wife, accustomed as she was to her
husband’s large appetite, was aston-
ished at the amoant he consnmed,
and made a mental inventory of the
various articles and the amount of
cach that he swallowed.

The next afternoon Deacon Elisha
Pratt died of cholera morbus. The
physician said the dinner knocked
him out. The funeral was the largest
the neighborhovd ever knew, Kight
of the twelve cler-ymen present at
the dinner acted as pall-bearers and
the other four officiated at the church
and by the grave.

{ The widow was inconsolable for a
while and talked about the tribute
she proposed having prepared in
memory of her husband, Everybody
supposed ghe was going to erect a
handsome monument. and the makers
of tombstones sent in bids,  But they
were all mistaken, Mra, Pratt had in

WICKED SAN FRANCISCO.

Over Kighteem Humdred Arrests
During August.

San  Fraxcisco, Sept. 5.—The
monthly report of the chief of
police for August shows that dur-
ing that periad there were 1850 ar-
rests. Of these, vhe greatest num-
ber was for drunkenness, as usual,
the total for that offense being.875.
For battery there were 165 arrests,
for burglary 45, and for violation of
the gambling laws, 115.
