THE SUPPLY OF WHEAT.
Cinecage Prairie Farmer.

There seems great diversity of
opinion as to the world’s supply of
wheat: It has been stated that there
was a partial failure of wheat in Rus-
sia and India, California has lately
shipped wheat to Australia, and
eastern United St.tes ports to South
America. Australia and South
America harvest during our winter
and spring season. Their growing
cro iz now well forward. But Avs-

ia aud Seuth America cut very
httle figure in the world’s supply.

Beerbohm's **Corn Trade List
shows a probable surplus of 6,000,0-)
bushels in Australia, the Argentine
Republic and Chili. The hst also
credits Ruassia with 52,000,0 0 bush-
els surplos, and India w |th 24,000~
€ 20 bushels surplus.

The npecessiticy of importing
countries are placed av 250,000,600
bushels, and the total expertable sur-
plus is placed at 244,000,0 ) bushels.
Hence there is little cause to believe
that there will be an excess in the
world’s supply of wheat.

As stated last week, the greate:
pact of our wieat crop 1s already W
the hands of miilers. The spring
wheat crop, uvver and above that
wanted for howe  conspmption, will
most hikely go forwand in the shans
of flour,

We believe that after wivers haye
se_ured as ma s of this season’s crop
as poszible, the prices will appreciate.
