Misxgarons, Oct. 4—The Jour-
nal’s Helena special savs:  The
situation this morumg shows that
‘Toole (dewmocrat) is probably elect-
ed governor.

"T'he situation in
general is still unreliable.

OFF THE OREGON COAST.
Keport of the Fish Commission on
on the Reported Cod Banks.

Wasimixgron, Oct. 4.—In July
last the newspapers of the Pacific
coast called attention to the re-
ported discovery by Captain Bell,
of the steamer A. B. Field, of an
important cod bank eight miles off
Nestucea, Or., where he tcok large
numbers of cod of excellent quali-
ty. The entire region was ex-
plored by the fish commissioners
on the steamer Albatross during
September, and the oflicial report
of Captain Tanner, just received,
digproves the existence of such a
bank anywhere in tnat vicinity. A
depth of fiiteen fathoms was found
about a mile ofl shore along this
part of tihe coast, while at a dis-
tance of eight miles from shore
depths of from 68 to 85 fathoms oc-
cur. Tae water deepens regularly
from the shore outwari, and the
bottom consists mainly of 'line sand
which is characteristic of Oregon
anid Washington.  No cod was
found by the aljutross in this re-
gion,

NATIONAL BANK LOANS. |

Fresaident larrison Hedeeming His
FPledge to RHedance Them.

\WasaineTox, Oct. 3.—It will be
remembered that doring the lastdays
of Cleve'and™s  adwministration the
governmeet's loans to the national
banks were increased to about 60, -
090,000,

Gencial Harvison, daring the cam-
paign, premised that the amount
should be decreased, since it was
widely claimed that most of the loaus
were made to favor politicians ¢nd
were uot in cue interesis of the peo-
ple. That prounse is being fulliiled.
The aguregate has been decreased to
abont £40,000,000 since March, and
before congress conveses it will come
down to peobably £25 000,000. This
money ig being applied as ravidly as
possible to the purchase of outstand.
ing bouds, the extinguishment of the
national debt; aud the application of
the money to the purchase of bonds
In open market 1s so greatly in excess
of the reduction of loans to national
baoks that no fear can possibly be
entertained in any quarter that the
cailing 1n of the loaus will distress or
affect the .aeney market. It may
alfect the volume of operating funds
of a few national banks, but it cannet
in the least degree make an impres-
gion upon the circulating medium of
the country,

J. W. Stahl in Indiana Farmer.

It is an established rule that when
two grades are miixed the rer
detracta from the better; the better
does not enhance the poorer, These
things apply to everything we pro-
duce, Ask the dealer in fruits,
vegetables or grains what one thmg
leads oftener than anythiog elsc to
return unsatisfactory to|the producer,
and he will tell yon failure to assort
carefully and vigorously.

How true this is we can most
readily see by yisiting the fruit and
vegetable markets, for the articles
here present wide divergencies in
quality, owing to their perishable
nature. One man has picked berries
carelessly, allowing a few very small,
or unripe, or misshapen to go iu;
only a few, yet cn account of them
the boxes remain unsold, while well-
assorted berries of no better quulity
than the average of his are eold
readily Another man has not
assorted tomatoes carefully, putting
in a few too nearly ripe; aund by the
time the boxes reach the market
these tomatoer have become over ripe
aud have been jarred to pieces and

killed and many pagsengers were
injured.
