It certainly seems that when
Americans are determined to build
fine vessels they succeed 1n turniog
sut medecls that excite the admira
of the werld. This was toe case in
the days of the Old Jronsides, It
was true in 1812, Shertly belere
the war, when such ships as the
Hartferd snd sicep of war Biook-
lyn appeared, admiration for them
abroud was universal. The frigate
Niagara wus apether such craft,
But since the iate wer we have done
abselutely nothiog except design
the Trenten—anether vessel greatly
praised. Witk the adyeat of the
vew navy we have seen the Reach
cruisers de more than 15 knets an
beur. The Yerktows has 17.2
kmots. The Vesuvius has attained
a maximum ef 229 knets and a
mcan of 21.646 ksots. The Balti-
mere pow makes her appearance
with a maximum speed to her
