Kepabiicaas Expecting Tke Got-rne- r.

Columbus, O., Nov. 7. The fol-

lowing was given out from the repub-
lican headquarters at 10 o'clock to-

night: "We now have returns from
the entire state, showing the election
of Judge Deckman, Attorney-Genera- l

atson, State Commissioner Brown,
Member of the Board of Public Works
Hanschool, Commissioner John Han-
cock and Clerk of the Supreme Court
Heston by pluralities ranging from
2500 to 5000, We believe that
Lamson is elected lieutenant governor,
but the race between him and Mar-

quis is close, and Lanisou's plurality
will be small. It will require the
official count to obtain tie exact
pluralities of the republican candi-
dates.

IT WILL. NEVER BE KNOWN.

Which One of the Dakota Waa
Admitted First.

Wasuincton, Nov. 7. Effoits
have been made recently to establish
the priority of admission into the
Union of one of t'le Dakota.'. It now
transpires that n.) one knows which
was admitted I rst. On Saturday the
President received from the State De-

partment the two proclamations, defi-

cient, only to the extent of his signa-
ture. The question ot priority at
once came up, and it was found to be
difficult, to decide. After some de-

bate the two documents, unlnokci at,
were laid face downward on the desk
on a sheet of paper, and then they
were shnffled together.

When this stage of the game had
been reached the proclamations were
turned face upward, but protected by
the sheet of paper upon which they
had been laid. The sheet was slipped
aside until the blank spaces for the
Presidential signature were exposed.
The autograph was appended to each,
the ink allowed to dry, the proclama-
tion turned over once more and again
vigorously shuffled. The two Dakotas
were admitted to the Union of States,
and although one of them was ahead
of the other just the length of time it
took the President to write hi name,
history will never be able to record
the name of the leader. It is a pro-
found mystery, and it will always be
so.

Mou, Women and Children Starr-
ing in Xovia Scotia.

Halifax, Nov. 8. The reported
distress among fishermen at Tor-renc-e

Bay and Eoer Prospect,
West Halifax, is confirmed. Near-
ly half tlie population in the east
village is on the brink of starva-
tion, owing to the failure of fisher-
ies. Twenty or thirty families in
eac h place, numbering nearly 100
persons, have consumed every
scrap ol food they could obtain.
Provisions will have to be sent to
tlicm or manv will undoubtedly
perish.

Washington, Nov. S. The post-
master general has received a tele
gram from the postmaster at Lou
isa, Kent county, Kentucky, dated
Noy. 7lh. in which he says his
ofiice was completely demolished
by persons who wanted to let him
know how Ohio had gone political
ly. They used dynamite. An in
vestigation has been ordered.

COALING STATION AT HAWAII.

The Sabjeet te be Considered by
Secretaries Blaia and Tracy.

Washixgtos Nov. 7. A subject
that will receive the consideration of
the secretaries of the state and navy,
and will probably be presented in
their annual reports, is that ef t stab --

lishing a coaling stat'on on the Pearl
river, on the island ot Uahu, ot the
Hawaiian group, about sevent y miles
from Honolulu. The privilege of
establishing a station there was
secured to the United States by a
treaty concladed with Hawaii by
Secretary Bayard, but no appropria-
tion was made by the last eongress to
make it effective, The site must be
purchased and the bar across the
mouth of the harbor will have to be
blasted out to make an entrance, for
ships of war. Appropriations to
seccie this end will probably be urged
upon congress.

Walli Walla Statesman: 'llierc

have been gran 1 rainr recently on tho
the vast stock ranges of Eastern
Washington, and the pasture has not
only been benefitted thereby, but an
abundance of water for winter ure is
assured. The mauner in which the
herds of these ranees tass the whiter
is of interest t all, as the live stock,
market is naturally affected by it.
No one is so devoid of human princi-
ples as to desire such ? thing, but if
this winter proves yery rigorous and
a large proportion of cittle on the
range perish while others come out iu
the spring in bad condition, the price
of cattlo will naturally rule higher.
