"No person is qualified to vole
at any election under this act who
is not entitled to the privilege of an
elector according to the laws of
this state, and w ho has not resided
in the city of Albany for the three
months next preceding such elec-

tion, and in the ward in which he
oilers o vote, for thirty days next
preceding such election.''

The state law requires a resi-
dence, w ithin the state for a period
of six months and within the
county 00 days immediately pre-
ceding the election.
