MILK. BUTTER AND CHEESE.

The best and most profitable
manner of dealing in the above
named commodities, is one of the
(uestions that very particnlarly in-
terests the citizens of theWillamette
Valley, and Albany and its conti-
guous country especially. No other
locality can be found that is so
‘inely adapted to the production of
these articles, and the pertinent
query is why does their production
remain, as it does, in the very
primitive modes, while other
branches of industry ace fu'ly
abreast of the times.

That better modes prevail is un-
derstood by all; then why not
adopt them. For a sample of these
modes take for instance the Onon-
daga County Milk Association of
New York, which supplies the city
of Syracuse. It is the result of the
bonding together of 18 farmers in
1871, and now consists of 80 siock-
holders. Forty of these own their
own farms, and bring milk to the
bailding, while the remainder sell
their product to the company and
rent stock. The milk furnished by
all these iz the product of 2,000
cows,

We glean from the New York
Tribune some of the workings of
the association which may be of
interest:

““The association now handles
upward of 14,000 guarts of milk
daily. The bulk of this envrmous
quantity of milk and cream is, of
course, supplied to customers
throughout the city, bnt the busi-
ness of the comnpany by no means
ends at this, for the supply is not
limited to the quantity consumed
in this way. On the contrary, it is
largely in excess; but whether it is
100 or 1,000 gnarts, not a sicgle
quart is carried over to the next
day’s supply. The amount ieft
over after the regular patrons are
served is used in the manufacture
of ice-cream, butter, and cottage
and factory cheese. The manu-
facture of these products of the|
dairy is reduced to a science by the
improved mechanical appliances
employed.

he association runs gsome
twenty-five or inore routes, requir-
ing forty drivers and as many
wagons to do the same business
that formerly in private hands
necessitated twice as man{ men
and teams. It can be readily seen
that on this item alone there is a
great saving of time and money.
Asone of the results of this co-
operation and div'sion of labor, the
cost of sweet milk to the consumer
has been reduced from 8 cents to 5
cents per yuart since the organiza-
tion of the company; and even a
lower fignie than this is obtained
by hotels and other big purchasers.
And yet the association is able to
gny handsomelyon the investment.
he net receipts, after ying the
current expenses, are declared in
monthly dividends to the stock-
holders on the number of quarts
each member has delivered to the
association during the preceding
month, The average amount re-
ceived is about J 4-10 cents per
guart. Here again the farmerisa
?eat gainer by the arrangement,
or he is spared all the trouble of
peddling his milk, not to speak of
the loss on ‘‘bad debts,’”” and the
daily exposure during four or five
hours in all sorts of weather.

And now a word as regards the
buildings in which the association
carries on its operatione. The
main building is & rather unpre-
tentious four-story structure, situ-
ated on East Fayette street, near
the heart of the city. It is arranged
with every convenience for the
rapid and cleanly handling of the
milk, and has, in addition, a per-
fectly equipped dairy establish-
ment, The milk brought in by the
farmers is placed upon a car and
run to the scales to be weighed.
This way of handling and credit.
ing milk received is found to be
much more expeditious than meas-
uring by quarts or gallons. Back
of the receiving-room is a large
coyered platiorm, where the cans
are washed. The 500 huge cans
are accordingly thoroughly cleans-
ed each day, and then steamed at
a high pressure, so that nat a
speck of dirt or other matter can
