What dozs the morlgage tax law
do? It simply makesthetax upon
mortgages due and pavable in the
counties where the real estate is
located upon which the mortgages
8 given, instead of where the
money came from that was loaned,
simply making the money loaned
take the place of the land valua-
tion that the debt exempts. The
result being that foreign capital
loaned in any county in the state
on real estate security, thus ex-
empting che real estate from taxa-
tion, takes the place of the valua-
tion that it displaces. Before the
law was passed moneyv, for
instance, from Portland, loaned on
Linn countv real estate. exempted.
by deductioa for indebtedness, the
said Linn county real estate from

taxation, while the money, or
mortgage, if you please, if the|
Portland assessor performed his

lawful duty, was assessed in Port-
land, thus reducing Linn county
valuation and making taxation on
individuals higher, while it in-
creased Portland valuation and
made individual taxation lower. It |
was to correct this unfair inegnal-
ity that the mortgag: tax law was
adopted, and it accomplished its
purpose. ]

As to the accusation that it has
driven away capital, the records of
mortzages in the various counties
will probably show that quite a
sprinkle of that foreign capital still
remains here, and why should it
not when it i3 assured of a clear
profit of 8 per cent. while we are
told that in its own locality it can
earn only one half of that. How-
everevery effort and eyvery hue and
ery that could be raised by the op-
posers of Lthe law have heen directed
towards influencing that capital to
stay away, in order to create the
semblance of a legitimate objection
to the law.

The facts of the case are that as
long as exemption for indebtedness
remains there is an absolute call
for the law, and no movement to
repeal it should be tolerated until
the exemption for indebtedness is
first stricken out. Whether
that can be done or not is a ques-
tion for grave consideration,and if
a moyement towards allowing no
deduction for inpebtedness is to be
followed hy a further movement for
the much clamored for exemption
of money and securities fron: taxa-
tion, in fact opening the door for
the issue of plenty of ‘‘non-taxable’’
bonds for the millionaires to in-
yost their money in, then the
movement should be sat down
upon with an emphasis that will
stamp it out of any semblance of
success.
