It is known that Afghanistan
stamps arc dear to the hearts of all
true "collectors. The first stamp
ever used in that count rv appear
ed in 1S70-IS- 7I (Mahometan date
12sS). during (bo roign of Shore
Ali. It is a large circular stamp,
wit h the head of a t igcr in the center
and the valii;? written in characters
above this head. Oilier issues
appeared in subsequent years, but
all such stamps rc extremely
scarce and therefore valuable.

The brilliant idea of personally
pMfilingironithe.se tacts oceuretl
lo one Hafez i lamed, who came to
Paris and proceeded to the old
Stamp Kxchang in the Avenue
Gabriel, where he inlormed buyers
that the icneral ol
Cabin had arrived in Marseilles.
but that in one ol his trunks, still
retained at a poit in the Persian
Gulf, were stamps of the early
issues, particularly those issued in
1211.1, and valued at from $25 to
$2' H. Hafez said he had written
to t lie ox-Po- st master-Gener- al to
telegraph to the iort and have
his trunks forwarded without de-la- v,

and thai immediately on their
arrival he would lie in a position
to furnish collectors with some
rare stamps. Just nine days later
a letter reach Hafez stating that
the luggage had arrived, and very
soon afterward the Afghan stamps
were in the market.
