COUNTRY'S CROPS.

THE EASTERN YIELD WILL BE
VERY SHORT.

A 8nmmarlsed Statement Issued
from Reports Taken from East-
ern Wheat Growing Mates.

Chicago, April 1. The Farmers
Review, will say, in
part : "Outside of Kansas, reports
Ironi our crop correspondent, of
wheat is very discouraging. Par-

ticularly is this true of Illinois and
Indiana. But six counties in
Illinois estimate the present con
dition at one hundred per cent.

In all other counties the reports
of damage range from 10 to 00 per
cent. The average condition of
wheat in that state outside of these
eix counties is about 30 to 40 per
cont. below the usual average at
this season.

The same state of allaii n prevails
in Indiana, only seven counties re-

porting the condition as good.
Ohio reports a decline in

tin; past few weeks.
Kentucky reports show a falling

off of about 12 per cent, from the
Usual average.

Tho average for Missouri falls
about 6s per cent, lower than the
last repoit.

In Kansas reports hhow a slight
change.

In Michigan and Wisconsin the
condition of what has continued
toffecline. But two counties in
Wisconsin report tho condition at
100 per cent. Tho other counties
have suffered from 10 to 50 per
cent.

The general averages from the
reports received are summarized as
follows : Illinois 7d per cent., Ohio
88, Indiana 70, Missouri 84, Ken-

tucky 87, Kansas 82, Wisconsin 72,

Michigan 07.
