Washington, April 15. Tho
senate has agreed to vote on the
Montana election eases

Senator Cameron to day intro-
duced a service pension Lill, pro-
viding that all persons who served
in the late war shall receive a ser-
vice jieneioit of sjU per month and
a per diem pension of one cent for
every day's service.

Senator Kvarts to-da- y presented
an amendment he projioscd to
oiler to the Chinese enumeration
bill. He proposes to make certifi-
cates sumcent evidence of lawful
right to remain in the Urittd
States instead of sole evidence, and
to except all children ot Chinese
parents born in the United States
from the provisions of the bill.
Another amendment Ftrikes out
the third section, which provides
for the arrest and deportation or
imprisonment of Chinese found
after September 1st, lSIKi, without
proper certificates. Section seven
requires that Chinese leaving the
United States shall surrender their
certificates for cancellation. To
this 11 proposes the addition
that -.- Chinese person other
than h laborer, w ho has lieen in
the United States and left, may

er on evidence satisfactory
to the collector of customs,

ellort to prevent their departure,
but, under the advice of District
Attorney Carey and the construc-
tion given by that officer to the
last ruling oi the Treasury Depart-
ment, he did not feel warranted in
detaining them.

In conversation with a Chronicle
reporter yesterday Collector
Phelps said : lam" well satisfied
that all these Chinese who land
at 12 nay mas intend to creiss the
Mexican Imrdcr into this country.
A ruling of the Treasury Depart
ment 01 Novemler, 1SSS. permits
Chinese; in transit to foreign coun-- 1

ric--s to be t ransierred from one
ship to another in this port, but
that ruling evidently did not com-
prehend the present practice of
the Chinese in coming into the
the United stales frorii Mexico.
I have explained the situation to
the authorities at Washington and
feel confident that some provision
will be made soon that will stop
the influx of Chinese laborers
from the southern liorder. u
w ould not have relinquished C.
