The committee makes the dutv on
third class wool 3"-- i cents with a
change in definitions anil classifi-
cation. The committee lielieves
the country should produce all the
wool it consumes. This can be
done by the addition of 100.000,000
sheeji to the present number. It
is arirueit that bv lncreasine the
duty ou line wools it will transfer
to this country JIS.OOJ.OOO to $16.--
000.000 in woolen manufactures.

Of suirar the report savs the
committee recommend that eugar,
up to and including number 16,
and molasses lie placed on the
free list, with duty 4-- of one cent
per iound on refined sugar above
io, ami a iiounty ot 2 cents per
pound to be paid from the treasury
for a period of 15 years for all
Hiijrar polarizinjr. At least 85 per
cent, of the sugar made in this
countrv from cane, beets or
sorghum is produced in the United
States.

The report says a critical exami
nation ot the subject shows that
agriculture is siiflering chiefly
Horn damaging foreign competi-
tion in the home market. The in
crease ol importations ot agri
cultural products since 1885 is
enormous, amounting from

to more than $350,000,000
in ibs'.i. With a foreign gram
market under competition, with a
foreign cattle and pork market
depressed and obstructed by
various ruinous measures of
restriction, witli foreign agri-
cultural products crowding our
home market your committee have
recommended an increase upon
agricultural products, with a view
to increasing the number of gainful
occupations open to farmers. The
committee says it has recommend-
ed the repeal of all laws which im
posed restriction on farmers and

w ers of tobacco. In conclusion
the report said of the advanced
duties on agricultural products
that they are for the most part
articles which this country can
produce to the extent ot our wants.
The increased duty will reduce im-

portations so that revenues will
not lie increased and farmers will
hold their own markets.

The minority report, signed by
all tho democratic members of the
committee. Bare the minority eon-tem- ls

for the princip'e of just and
equal taxation on all. according to
iheir ability to bear the burden,
while the majority has in this bill
thoroughly- committed itself to the
iHjlicv cf unjust and unequal taxa
tion of the manv lor the benefit ol
the few.

The report critiei-m- i the sugar
bounty and protest- against the
gross favoritism and injustice r.f
such policy. McKenna, republi-
can, of California, dissents Iroin
the sugar schedule. The bill, he
says, makes a distinction between
t tie sugar industry and other in-

dustries. This distinction is in-

consistent with the principle on
a hich the bill is framed, and upon
which it can alono be justified.

Maple Sugar th Tear Round.

"Down in Vermont, where they
raise men and maple sugar," said
a man at the Merchants, who was
evidently a product of the Oreen
Mountain btate, "this weatner
would be tolerate-- d without a
murmur, for it is in this kind of
weather and at this season of the
year that Vermont's crop of maple
sugar is produced. The operation
of tapping the trees in the early
davs of spring and collecting the
sap is well known to most Ameri
cans,but is a decided novelty t
oury.iung English cousins. A lew
vears ago a voung tnglisnman
seeking an opportunity to invest
English capital visited trmont
during the sugar season and be-

came ethusiastic as to the possi
bilities awaiting the man who
would properly manage the busi-
ness of making maple eugar. In
his enthusiasm he purchased a
large tract of maple timber land
and announced his intention of
running the sugar business 'all the
vear,' and not dropping it as soon
as it was time to begin work on
the farms, as these 'blawsted
Yankees' do. Somebody gave the
Englishman a primer lesson on the
manner and time of year in which
sap is dill'uscd in trees, and the

sugar scheme ex
ploded, iney are uoing very wen
with the saccharine industry,
how ever, considering the shortness
of the season. They make about
7,000 pounds cverv year aud sell
about 7,000,000 of" 'pure Vermont
maple sugtr."'
