the face of Hawaiian competition,
are either interested in foreign
sugar production or hopelc-sl- y

misinformed.'

The mineral resource of China, it
is said, will make a wonderful tir
in the world when they come into
active market.

300,000,000 tons. Hupeh, Kiangsi
and Mongolia are all said to con-

tain coal, copper, and iron mines.
