Especially is this the case
when those idle words are made
in connection with the name of
some revered one who has erossed
the river of death, and for whow
on that account the falge words
should be doubly barred sgainst.
It during life no faults can be
found, after death the tongue of
rumor should be forever silenced,
How very important then that the
tongue should be gnarded, and no
idle rumor be suffered to drop
