A keen controversy aaiong the
National banks is now in progress
concerning the eflfcets and the ex-

pediency of payinif' interest upon
deposits of other banks, and, natur-

ally, because of the volume of

business centered in New York,
that city is the scene of the. con-

flict. One class of banks say
National banks should not pay in--.

terest, bmnnse no bunk holding
deposits subject to check can with j

safety to itself afford to do so: that
by paying interest undue risks in
loans are taken to compensate for

the cost; and that it stimulates a

tendency to overloan, instead of

permitting the rete tion of a

reserve nccensary for a banks
security. The other side, which
in Ne York comprises the major
ity..of the banks, do nothing
toward openly' advocating the
pol cyof paying interest, liut makes
such payment without comment ;.

and in so doinz entice country
bank deposits away from those
who decline to pay interest. Thus
large, veryjarge. changes are liv

ing brought about in the av-rag-

deposits of the different ba'iks,
and it can be easily imagined that
when continued over a peril.

The IndieouBoesa of the threat
ened exclusion of Americans, from
the Chinese empire, in retaliation
for the 8co:t exclusion bill in this
country, can better be onderstood
with the knowledge of the fact that
American have always leeii ex-clu-

from that country. No
American can set loot on any part
of i 'hinese soil save in a few ports,
fxcent by special permit ; he can-

not move from place to place with-

out leave, acii he cannot travel
to and tro in the unopened portions
of China without fear of being in-

sulted, maltreated or murdered.
The great bulk ot the Chinese em-

pire, in a word, is as closed to t he
citizen of tMe United Slates as it ;.

to the rest of rhe people of the
world. Kven in the often ports
A.nerican merchants and Ameri-

can ships are subject toemharras-- s

ing and absurd restrictions and
regnlation. It will he time
enough foi China to talk of ex. lu
sion as a retaliatory measure when
she has arrived at that degree of
civilization which shall teach her
that barriers do not mean super-

iority, anil that an eui)ieror is a
man though he may be addressed
by his courtier as a son of heaven.

The growth and expansion of
our country is remarkable, and is
farther loresnadowed the
rumor that comes that two Spanish
statesman are here, obstensibly on
a pleasure trip, but really to make
tbe preliminary negotiations for
the trausfer of the island of Cuba
from Spain to this coun'ry. Here-

tofore pain has deeply resented
suggestions of letting go ofCubati
but circumstances are changed.
Cuba does not bring in the revenue
if did, and iu her plaus for central-
ization .Spain begins to think ti;ai
he would be better oil without it,
r at leas! with the two or three

millions she could get for it.

The extensive railway building
some time ago contemplated in
China is still held back by govern-
mental opposition, but a short ex-

tension oi the little road running
to the Kaiping coal mine has been
ordered to be made to the mines
of Linsi, and tue contract for rails
has been let t n Brit eh firm.

est American manufacturers will
be pretty sure to have a share of

it.
