*EHE PRESIDENT'S FAMILY.

He re reely had time to investi-
gate the cau-e before the wooden
tuble was in flames and the fire
was  spreading with  lightning
rapidity. He rushed up stairs to
notify the new arrivals that the
bui'ding was on fire. Th.y were
compelled to go throueh the dis
tributinz room to get down staire,
and a panic was the resulr,
Women screamed and men rushed
pell mell down -tais to escape the
tdames, which in less than two
minutes had spread slmost over
the entire distributing reoin, burn-
ing up wires, instrnment. and
tables a« if they wers 80 much
tinder. The entire reom when
the panic-stricken crowd pursed
through it was filled with dense,
siifling smoke, They fell over
each other in their wild efforts to
reach a place of safety.

In the restaurant on the next
floor were four men and three
women, cooks ai.d waiterg in the
restanrant, who bad been forgot-
t-n in the excitemwent.  All mean<
by this time had been cut off
whereby  these persons could
e-cape. [hi-y were not aware of
their peril until the smoke ru-hed
up the ~1airway leading from the
operating . outr, in volur o4, One
of the wen fining no jossibl:
meuans of escape downwanl rmshed
for u scuttle hole in the root,  The
trap dour was pushed off and tue
prironers climmbed to the rouf.

The lames were shoo ing out of
the front windows, aml volumes
of smoke puffed heavenwand.
When the great crowds in the
g'reets saw the men and women
ra~h out on the roof a cry of
orror went up, for it did not
sevm possible that they could be
rescued. The women -creamed
and wrung their hands, and the
men yelled, “For God's sake do
romething to gave!” A long lad-
der was placed againet the rear of
the burning building. It did not
reach withio fiity feet of the roof.
