Mr. Vest op-
posed the amendment, as the
introduoction system intended to
abolish demonstrational edocation
among the Indians.

Vest explained his position to
he, that i‘ Catholice were doing
better in educating Indians thao

[ others he was in favor of Catholics

and if the Preshyterians or Ba
ti=ts were doing better he was in
favor of them, but .he was con-
vineed that the Catholics were far
more efficient among the Indians
than any protestant organization
conid be. Aifter iurther debate
the amendment was agreed upom
and then reported to the senate,
and all the amendments were
agreed to by the committee of the
whale. It was coneurred in and
the bill was pa-sed.
