MR. EDISON'S GENIUS.

for that matter, he must be a
sharp lookout who could discern
this' object approaching from a
hostile vessel's deck, and he must
be a r ire marksman who could hit

it as it comes gliding on at a rate
of twenty knots an hour. On its
trial trip this fragile, deathdealing
little machine worked perfectly.
Steered and operated from the
shore, the torpedo shot out to the
length of a 5,500-fo- ot cable, and
