In the matter
of education that end is nearly ac

complished already. It is said
that Mr. Gladstone is preparing to
make a move in the direction oi

equal education of the highest
kind for men and women. He
contributed nothing to the
women's part in the first epoc'.i oi
the struggle. They have worked
out their own salvation, not only
without distinguished allies of any
partv, but despite the frowns and
discouragement of the narrow or
the timid in all parties. They
have forced open the doors of
some medical schools, and Oxford

Maimii them to examination
for the medical decree for the first
time nex.t year The have con-

quered by sheer force of merit,
talctit and resolution every inch
of their way, and at last the most
powerful speaker and debater of
his country is preparing to de-

mand for theiu an equity in tne
public appropriations made for
university support. What form
the effect of his advocacy will take
remains to be ascertained, tie
may ak that the women's col-

leges, Girton and New ham, be al-

lowed an annual gift ; or he may
seek to compel Cambridge and Ox-

of their claims.

The malicious gossip about the
l&dies of the White house that has
been so industriously published,
has not been atoned lor by the
apology of the Chicago Herald.
The retraction made by it places
thpt paper beyond reproach, we
suppose, but published matter in a
newspaper is like sowing thistle
seed. Once it is scattered by no
possibility can it be gathered up
again, but it goes whither it is
drifted without a chance to hinder.
