MoxTREAL, August 18.—The Do-

ridge<, as at the time the voods
are ready the bonding privileges
which Canada has enjoved woul
be abrogated. The letter waa laid
hefore the minister of customs,
who will bring it before the cabi-
net. This is the first definite
statement that has been made of
the intenticng of the Ameriesn
government, ané it has created
considerable surprise here.

Burravo,August 18.—Train Mas-
ter Maloney was working hard &t
the Buffalo yarde all day to raise
the freight blockade. He suc-
ceeded in getting ont twelve trains
of dressed beef cars, which was
crowded on East Bufialo siding,
and some meat must be spoi
by the delay.
