SUICIDES OF CHILDRES.

Im the city of Berlin sixty-tw- o

children forty-si- x boys and sixteen
iris have committed suicide

since the 1st of January. Of this
number. twenty-fou-r had attained
the age of 15, fourteen the age of
14, seven were only 12 years old.
and one had not reached the age
of 7. In most cases the immediate
cause of the tragic act is unknown,
but the suicides ae believed to
have, been due to exceptional
severely on the part of thowe in

charge of the children, whether
parents, teach T9 or xervanta.

The discipline imposed upon
German children is something of

which American, vith their more
liberal ideas of the domextic rela-

tions, have very little conception.
The schools are as rigid in the en-

forcement of the r rules and regula-
tions aa a prison or reformatory in-

stitution could be; and at home a
res ect and deference is exacted
and exacted from chi'dren which
would make , irreverent young
America think the world was com-

ing to an end were it required of
him. Servants, even, in some

parts of Germrfny, are clothed
with an authority over their young
charges which is undreamed ot in
th's rnf ry, and they sometimes
i.rerciaeit with undue severity.

May not th'S sterneas of control
over children in Germany he
traced to the spirit of roilitaiiuui
which prevades thecounlr) ? The
little New England boy who h.is
to keep Sunday as though it were
a day of mourning and .vho feels
the stem parental control upon
him until he grows ip or run?
away, is, though he dues not know

it, the innocent victim of the mili-

tary discipline which Cromwell
enforced among his Roundheads
200 years ago and more; and it is
at least possihle that the name

thing is having its influence in
German households. Certainly
there mast be some powerful mov-

ing cause to have converted the
jolly, fuu-.ovin- g, genial and affec-

tionate German into a domestic

tyrant; and unless such tyrann
exists, how a we account for

young children taking their lives
into their own hands?
