A few minutes aiter the
West-bound ran in, The switch
to the mnin track cloged, and the
train ran head on oty the East-
bound, telescoping the traine and
wrecking botn enzines,

The informant says that the
pasgenger cars were all smashed
np in indescribable mass. The
work of resene has commenced,
and when he left twenty dead
bodies had been taken out, and it
is thought more are in the wreck,
Friday's traing were abandoned,
assengers from all points on this
side are delayed, as there was no
train ruon out from lHuntington
that day.

The company ofticials here hal
been notidied that the West-bound
train due here at 6:40 this morn-
ing was abandoned east of IHunt-
ington, but they knew nothing of
the wreek till shown ar Asso-
cinted itess dispatch.  As the
passenger lists on the West-bount!
trains are not taken till Huonting-
ton is renched, there is no way al
present to learn just who was on
the train coming this way, and as
no record is kept ol passengers
leaving here it was impossible to
learn to«iny who left here on the
Fast bonned train Thursday morn:
ing, Dut it is known that the
number of puesengers was large
and that the engine pulled ont o
the Union depot with several Pull-
mans, dining car and sleepers, in
addition to day coaches.

There is no doubt here among
the company officials but that
horrible wreek has  oceurred, and
in all probability it iz very muneh
worse than g reported in the
above dispateh,  Telegrams  have
been sent to the seene of the dis-
aster for a full report.

Gireat apxiety will be felt in this
city nntil the hst of killed and in-
