The talk of European retaliation
brought out by the discussion on
the McKinley I ill in ease this
country has the audacity to dclen i

its industries against foreign ag-

in the main, luxuries and iiianu
lacture i products v hich Americans
tould produce as well. Europe
buys from tnis countiy uecesnaries
of life, and would he compelled to
make living more cosily for ali

workers, and thus to increase the
coat o; production in all hranches :

ct industry, if these should he ex
eluded. Many people are aware
of these facta in a general way, but
very lew realize to what extent
this country is now independent ol

European trade.
Great Britain, Germany, France,

Belgium and Airstro-Hi"ig.u- y are
supposed to be meditating re-

prisals. These countiies sold to
the United States in the fiscal jear

multitude of minor articles ol

luxury, a host of ni'ior compering
manufactures, all materials of in-

dustry, and a large vh'iic of pro
ducts originatingui other countries
but shiped through England

Germany or France because of'
convenience, was hut $Ml,'.rU0,tKH,
and there is hut a small part in-

deed of these articles which woi'hi
not be brought from other countries
as well, or supplied by home in
dustry if there were no intercourse
between the United States and tne
nations named. They depend up-
on us for breadstutfs, meats, light,
implements, tools, engines and a
thousand other necessaries of life
or" of production. But the United
States takes from them cloths,
fabrics and fancy articles w hich
are mere luxuries, wines, spirits,
jewelry, gloves, buttons and
feathers, which are in no sense
necessary, and other produces of
industries which are merely sup-
pressed and prostrated here

competition would abun-

dantly supply the American
demand.

Taking the countries separately,
it is interesting to see how little
this nation is dependent upon
either of them for its real needs.
In the following there are included I

among luxuries only the chief
classes here named ; woollen, cot-

ton, silk and linen goods and
clothing, because products useil
by the millions are or can be al-

most wholly produced here, and
the imported articles are object
of luxury; wines, manufactures ol
wool, gloves, and other manufai

of leather, jewelry, hats and
bonnets, feathers and 'auey
articles, imported glass and
athenwaro, buttons, bristles,

books and paintings. Among
other competing manufactures
which this country does or can
fully supply are included onl
products of iron and steel, leather,
metal compositions, tin plates,
musical instruments, salt, chemi-
cals and products of coal tar. ".All
other" articles thus include nunv
which should be in these classes.

Examination of the returns als..
shows that fully hall of the "all
other" articles are either luxuries
which this country has no need
whatever to purchase, or material
