process, chiefly dependent upon
caloric, as science has demun-
strated most thoruughly, it is not
charateriatic, or necessarily even
suggestive, of motherhood. The
setting-hen is unquestionably an
efficient incubator,and so too would
be a rooster, if you rould get him
to eet long enough ; but who would
presume to say that u rooster could
becume a mother, even ii be should
hatrh & dozen broods?
