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THE LOTTERY LECGISLATION,
Coxargss, in ils endeavors to
meet the requirements of the case
in the lottery bueincge, has met
with much eritivism, as well a=
merited praise. The effects of the
law which was passed refusing the
use of the mails to any lottery
matter, whatever, are yet to be
ascertained, but from present ap-
pearances they will be salutary.

In drafting the bl that was
meant to catch the Louisiana
lottery echeme the leading
criticisers think it was made wide
enough to catch church fairs and
turksy raties as we'l as the Louis-
iana lottery schems. Even if
that is the case the majority of the
people will commend it if it suc-
ceeds in its principal and original
design.

In the comment upon th’s sub-
ject,however,thers are some points
discnssed that are worthy of con-
sideration. One of these is the
stock gambling practice. It is
truthfully eaid that “‘gambling is
gambling, whether it be called by
one name or another; and il an
atlempt be made to make the
people ol the United States moral
by act of congreaa the law should
inelude all forma and species ol
gambling, from pitching pennies
to operating on the grain or stock
[ 1 .

Every one wants to solve for
himself the problem cf how to get
romething for nothing, and the
altempta to do thisresult in what
we call epeculation or gambling,
for both are but ihe sawme thing.
The most acute and severe moralist
can detect no ethical disiinction
vetween buying stock in the hope
of its advancing enormously in
value and buying a lottery ticket
in hopo of its winning a prize.
The motive is the same in each
and the method practically the
same, except that in the lottery
the chances are exactly known
while in stock dealing they are
not.

This is not said by way of de-
fending lotteries, but only to show
that other kinds of gambling which
are legalized are guite as bad.
Indeed, in its effects, there is no
doubt that gambling in etocks hias
been & thousand fold worse than
buying lottery tickets, becanse
stock gambling is enmulative and
the chances are always an un-
kuown’' quantity., Jf congress
wante Lo effect the moral regunera-
tion of the coun!ry it must devote
itsell to the suppres ion of dealing
in stocks, for the present system
is a fruitful gource of evil and
misery.

Perhape the very
ditfienlty that has heea creat .1 by
the adoption of t" 't methwl of
taking homan rife way eventuaily
help to work out a more enlighten

hands into eternity in advance of
their time. Not many decades
hence the legal taking of human
life for any cause whatever will
be looked upon with the same
horror that we now look bhack
upon the deeds of our forlathers,
in hanging human beings for ap-
propriating a few dimes worth of
property legally in the possession
of some other fellow.
