a price fixed from day to dav by
the director, corresponding to the
market price.

Second, it is not the London
prica which iz used as o basis ol
silver purchases nnder the new
law. The present administration
hus been governed in the pur
chases by the New Yorg price.

Third, in regard lo the govern
ient quotations being on the deei
mal basis, one of the eritivr ravs:
*The suspicions and significan

The government has no ecale of
its own and bidders use whateves
seale muite them hest.  Ti one
Liouse happens to bid a decimal
lower than another, is the govern-
ment to decline the lower Lid lie-
cange of a decimal? The idea o
any =eller having advaneed infor-
mation as to the price the govern
ment will pav is ridicnlous and
impessible.  In regard to the ro-
ecent decline in the price of eilver
the canses which operated to pr-
duceit are apparent. In the first
place the \'imL!e stork of silver i
New York has mnot sensiblv de-
ereased notwithstanding the pnr-
chage by the government of 12,276,-
478 onnces cf silver since Ancus
13. This large and andiminished
<tock i< a staudicg menace to the
price of s lver. Luvze western re-
tineries, in the hopes of realizing
a large profit, held silver  fo
monthg prior to the passae s of the
new law, or deposited it in New
York for certificates, and the re
sult hoe been an accunnpmlation
of vizible stock in such magnitid
ne to |le'p|'e|'iah' prices

The imports of silver from  May
to September 30, present vear, ex-
ceeded the exports by $4,923 175,
while the corresponding period of
last vear the cxports excevdsd the
innorte by § 8,990, This ae
eonnts for the fuet that while the
zovermment parchased an amoant
cgual 1o the current vradnetions of
mir mines, the stock has not di-
minished during the =same periol

The shipments of gilver to India
have not sen=ibly decreased, u!-
thongly lat'erly they have hoen
below the nsual amonnt, henee the
supnly for India has been ob
tained elgewhere than the United
States. S0 ton in regard to the
natnral wovement ol silver  to
China, Japan and the straits fiom
=an Francis o, as nol one ounce of
silver bullivn has been shipped
he orient from  =San  Francisco
since May 1st, this vear, while
over $L.000,000 worth wis shipped
during the same period last vear. |

These facts of themselves are
sufficient 10 acconnt for the de-
cline which has taken place.
