terest it was lo be sent out, would
aid them to (be extent of $25,000.
Thut oTer was practically ac-

cepted last month. A committee
was formed,' learned societies and
the press took up the matter, pop-
ular subscriptions came in freely,
nnd according to recent advices
the entire amount needed " is
probably now in hand. In about
a j ear hpace, therefore, we may

, expect to Bee the paths of Hose,
Wilkes and IVUrville followed by
ttie liest eo nipped exploring iarty
that ever lias entered the southern
Seas. Baron Nordenskiold is one
of the aiost dixtinguislie-- l and suc-

cessful of Arctic explorers, and
Baron tticksbn hatbaen the munifi-
cent patron of many such ven-
tures. 'Between them, therefore,
the) will give to this expedition nil
that both knowledge and wealth
can 'jestow to insure its safety and
