Where the FPlers Are.

In ragard to the present condi-
tion of the Salem bridge the States-
man says: The work of blasting
off the excess weight of the bi
central pier has been uompleloﬁ
and Lhe boring has commenced on
the holes in which the cylinders
are to eet. The concrete for this
pier rises seventeen feet above the
grillage. The holes in which the
cylinders will he placed are to be
three feet deep, and eight feet
around. The cylinders will be
fifty-eight {eet lorg—gity-five feet
above the surfuce of the concrete
base. And at the bottom of this
three foot hole there will be drilled
a hole of a foot or two, into which
the concrete for the cylinders will
extend, uniting in a firm manner
the cylinders and the tops of the
concrete pier. On the second pier
the biasting has commerced, and
this column will also be ready in a
few daye for the rece of the
cylinders.
