FANINE IN IRELAND.

Tuxz American committee for the
relief of the famine in Ireland has
irsued a public statement announc-
ing that it withdraws temporarily
itz appeal to the American peoyic.
The reagon given for this action is
thet the British government has
been spurred on to investigate the
matter, snd hus undertaken a
system of public works in the dis-
tresred  districts which afford
partial relief and will at least posi=-
poae thelamine.

Does not England see that ita
action in this behalf is & formid-
able indictment of its traditions]
policy towsrd Ireland in the matter
of discouraging and even supprese-
iog the manufacturing industries
of thatcountry? Theconastruction
of ajfewshort lines of railway in
Ireland is sufficient, says the com-
miltee, to avert immediate danger
of famine. But why? Simply
be:ause the Irieh people are
directed into 8 new avenue of in
dustry, and are bot required to
draw. their whole sustenance from
the woil. Agriculture has been
supp'emented by one line of man-
ufacturinz—for building a railroad
is manufactoring in the eccnomic

- seuse—and an overcrowded indus-
try bas been relieved.

If, then, the Ending of one kind
of employment for the people cf
the distreseed districts of Ireland
has eutliced to save them from
sicrvation, what would be the
effect if England should salier ler
policy and encourage varied uanu-
factaring industriee in Ireland?
We know that. a century age,
before the union, Lish manufac-
tures were in the flourishing state
and the cundition of the people
very much bDetter than it isat
present, except in s few localities.
Wiio, then can doubt that it Fng-
land would show as much favor 10
Ireland as she hasshownto M n
cuester and Birniigham and
Sheffield the danger oi femine
would be removed, now and ‘or all
time, and mwanufic.ures would
floarish as they did in the last
century ?

There iain this & lesson for our
selvea. Were this country to
follow Mr. Gladetone’s advica, it
would adopt a free-trude policy,
discournge manufsctures and d.-
vote iteeli mainly to agricultsre.
It would bend its energies to rais-
ing wheat and vorn to feed the
people of Euglsud. But suppose
that the grasshoppers ate up sli
the wbeat, or blizzards and
tornadoes uprooted the growing
corn, what should wedo? How
could we bLe sny better off than
Ireland ia? Mr. Gladstone may
bave been sincere in bis advico,
but we know by thirty years’ cune
