The asault
happened near the railroad erack.
An inward-bound passenger train
was approaching at = high rate of
syewid.  The engineer and fireman
saw the man and woman struggling
by the side of the track. It wasa
dramatic scene. It came near
being a tragedy though, and for a
second the hearts of the enginemen
leaped into their mouths, Knowing
that he eould nut accomplish hie
nefarious design, and fearing that
the train would bestopped and the
girl resened, the wreteh attempted
to add mnrder tn the dastardly
crime of assault. He againe seized
the girl by the waist and stifling
her gcreams by placing his rongh
band over her mouth, hissed in
her ear: ‘I am going to kill vou.
Ihe wheels will grind youn to
peices.”” A look of terror crept into
the girl's eyes and she fought like
a tigress 10 break away from the
viliain’s elntches.

The
Alert, although an old ghip, was
regarded as a stannch yessel., A
large force wasat once pnt to work
making repairs and are working
night and day to get the ship in
readiness to sail December 10th,
Had the support of the boilers held
out until vessel was at sea and
given way there, the heavy boil-
ers wonld probably have fallen
cleawn through, leaving the vessel
not only without steawm power, but
with u hole in her bottom so large
that she would have immediately
sunk.
