Hans War Antics.

The followinggraphic description
of the Indian craze that is canting
so much trouble in given by the
wife of the postmaster at I'ine
Ridge agency, whos husband sent
her out for safety some two weecs
ago : l he ghost lances have been
in progress lor some time. The
first the agent learned of them was
last Augntt when acrowd of Indians
left the reservation to hold, as they
iai'l, a council, and when the po
lice found them they were encngea
in the dance. Sin e then they have
been holding them regularly. One
ghost dance that I saw was partici
pated ;n by 480 Indians, in pre

At the end of the dance
fiey have a grand feast, the revel
lasting all Sunday night. Thev
kill several steers, and eat tneni
raw, drink and gorge themselves
to make up for their fast. The
arrival of the troops there will
make the Indians much worse, and
they will surely tight. They have
said all along that nothing should
iirerfk up the ghost dance, even if
they were ah killed. But then, if
they should have been allowed to
continue, I think they would have
gone crazy, so they would have
taken to the warpath anyway.
At last Friday's dance one of the
braves was to go into a trance and
remain in this condition fours days.
At the close of this peiiod he was
to come to life as a buffalo. He
would still have the form of a man,
hut he would still be a bullalo.
They were then to kill the buflalo
and every Indian who did not eat
a piece of h m was to become a dog.
The man who was to become a
buffalo was perfectly willing and 1

suppose that they have killed and
eaten him by this time.

If the Government just lets them
alone, there will be no need of
troops; they will kill themselves
dancing. Seven or eight of them
have died as a result of one dance
near Wounded Knee. They are
now dancing on a creek about live
miles south of Wounded Knee,
aud dancing with all their aims,
Every Iruliiau. Una about fHE adah
made out of round stones twisted
into rawhide. They throw these
around during the dance, etrew the
ground with them and beat their
heads against them. The agent
and his Indian police cannot con-
trol them and it was necessary to
have the troops on the ground."

A BURNING STEAMER.

THBTERR1BLB FATE THAT BE- -

fELL A MISSISSIPPI BOAT.

The Paale Stricken !Crew
Passengers Leap late the River,
Several ofThene Perish,

New Orleans, Nov. 28. A tele
phone from Bayou Dara gives the
following particulars of the loss of
the steamer T. P. Learners yester
day, i lie fare was hrst discovered
midships starboard side in a pile
of sacks of seed, surrounded by
tiers of cotton bales, the boat
was in midetream. underway. The
tire had gotten such a hold upon
the inflammable material that to
extinguish it was out of the ques-
tion.
