THE HOUSE PASSES A BILL TO
FPUNIAH DEFAULTERN.

Consldering I'ension Appropriation
—~Fermanent Tarllf Commission
~Freo Use of Silver.

Wasumingron, Dec. 4.—In the
houee, the bill tor the punishment
of every pguardian conservator,
curator, tutor or other judiciary
agent for embezzlement of the
pensions of & waid, ; Veas
113, nayea 92. The house then
went into the committee of the
whole on the pension appropria-
tion bill.

Moriow explained that the bill
appropriated for payment of pen
sior.8 of $133,173,000 to be distri-
buted among 664,716 pensioners.
This was the largest number ol
beneficiaries ever provided for in
any gingle item in the sta‘utes of
the United States. Cooper, of
Indiana, got the floor, reviewed all
of thecharges made against the
Commissioner of Pengions Raum,
which formed the basis of the in-
vestigation last session, and
asserted that they have all been
proved. During the last campaign
the commissioner had gone to
Ind'ana and had invaded bhis
(Cooper’s) district.

Also to
all pergons who lo=t an arm at the
shoulder or a leg at the hip %650
per month, and to thuse who lost
an arm helow the elbow or a leg
below the knee, §$55 per month.
Those who lost a2 hand or foor, or
had been totally disabled in the
same, $50 per month. The bill
nrovides further that persons wha
vontracted twu or more disatnlities
shali receive a rum per month
e?ual to the to'al of rates for all
of the disabilities mentioned.
