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can consul, showing that he has
never been convicted of a crime,
has never been a charge upon the
country nor received public asist-
ance. He shall aleo file with such
evidence a certificate from a duoly
qualified physician showing his
freedom from chronic disease or
any disability which would make
him a publi¢c charge. 1 satisfied,
the consul will then issue his cer-
tificate, to be delivered by the im-
migrant to the projer officerat
the port of ai.ival, and to be by
him accepted as evidence that the
new comer possesses the prelimin-
ary qualifications for Americau
citizenship. If this plan were
adopted it would add greatly to
the impoitance and utility of our
consular service, and it would
effectoally check the farther in-
flux of pauper, disabled or criminal
immigrants.

Tux report which Surgeon-Gen-
eral Hamilton has just subbmitted
to the secretary of the treasury
presents the results of bis r “ent
obeervations in the principal  sea-
port of Egrope, from which the
p'ﬁ_t_mahdour immigrants, set
out for the New World. These
observations were not reassuring.
