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KAILROAD BUILDING

The new railroad mileage of the
Uiiited States for the year shows
quite an increase over that of the
previous year aggregating, accord-
iug to our present fgures, 0,030
wiles compared with about 5,200
added in 1889, a gain of 850 wmiles.
Over 2,000 mil#g of the year's in-
crease #re 1n the Southern group
of states, and aboul 1,060 miles of
it are in the sonthwestern group,
in both of which gections  railway
building has been phenomenally
aetive. The northwestern sronp
ehows 1,047 miles of new e vk—a
greater relulive  incresse  than
either of those sections, or more
than 400 miles compared with the
previons vears's vrowth. This is
lurgely owing to the active build-
ing operations of the Northern Pa-
ettic and great Northern lines, the
former haviog made many im-
portant estensions aml the latter
baving pushed its Pacific coast
line cloee to the Rocky Mountaine,
The increage of mileags in the
Pucific coast States and the New
Eoglaad and Eastern States ghows
about the same a8 last year, indi
cating a healthy growth of exist-
ing linex in the latter section,
with nearly tw-thirds of the in-
creage in Lthe formersection located
in Washington. The construction
of the gast year has omy been ex-
ceeded times darine the
past twenty vears, namely, in 71
30,81, 'R2, 83, Tan. "87, S8, and
it was exceeded by the record of
thiee of those years, 'S0, "85, and
"4, by only a few handred  aniles,
The average constriction for the
past twenly vears has been 5,700
wiles anunally, therefore the vear
jnust clusing has made a record
above the average
and will increase the total mileage
of the country to more than 167 ,-
O mailes. While notable exten-
givns have been made during the
vear, especially in the Northwest,
Sunth, and Sonthwest, a careinl
analysig of the total mileage shows
that wost of the additions have
been connceting links and spurs
rendered  necessary by the in-
cieasing traflic of existing lines,
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vonsiderably
