Limit of Land Rights.

There has been some miscon-
striiction placed upon the law
passed by congresa last fall, limit-
ing the amonnt of land a settler
way enter, to320 acres. It has been
construed to mean that a settler is
allowed to takeonly 320 acres in-
cluding lands to which he had
perfected tittle prior to the
#age of the law. The general land
office haa rendered an unofiicial
opinion that a settler is entitled
10 take 320 acres under any of the
rig&u he may t}u;ha\'a used prior
to the passage of the law, regardless
of any lands to which he r:s: have
perfected title before. That is, any
settler who yet has rights under
which he could enter 320 acres of
public lands after the law went into
effect is not barred by reason of the
passage of the law from using such
rights,

A Historic Palntisg.

Mr. Wm. Faber has had his
famous oil painting, “*The Huitana
at the Bath,” which was on exhi-
bition at the Industrial Exposition
in Portland, shipped to this city.
It is a historic painting, and is
from the brush of F. W. fjanlt in
1838. It was originally the prop-
erty of King William of Wurtem-
burg and held a place of distine-
tion in the royal gallery. It has
been criticized by artists of world-
wide reputation and pronounced
faultless. At the death of King
William the painting came into
the possession of Cﬁie( General
Habermases, and by him was be-
yueathed to his nephew, Wm.

THE WORK AT YAQUINA.

The Channel is Being Bteadily Deopened
by the Jetty Coastruction-

The following extracts are made

the annual report of the chief

neers to the secretary of war

in'glation to the improvement of

south channels,
nel was the one mostly used, but
was rendered dangerous by the
presence of rocks. The middle
channel, thongh free from rocks,
was the shosalest of thethree. ‘The
north channel, begides being long
and torlurous was so studded with
rock as to be considered unnaviga-
ble. Owing to the shifting nature
of the bar, these channels were
constantly changing. The mean
rise of the tide was 7.1 feet. The
project adopted in 1881 was to run
out a dike or jetty on the south
side of the entrance, so as to cause
the south channel to shoal up and
the flow to be deflected northward
with & view to opening and main-
taining the middle channel with a
least depth of 17 feet at high wa-
ter.

As originally projected, the dike
was to start from near low water
line and rin out into the sea, a

rise to two feet above mean low
water. The beach, on the line of
the jetty from high-water level,
was to be protected by sinkin
abbons in the beach with aanﬁ
eaped over them and by covering
the surface with a layer of mat-
reases and stoue.

The stone for the jetty was Lo be
deposited in place from barges,
and cribs were to be used if practi-
cable, It was found, however,
that cribs could not be used on ac-
count of the strong currents and
high seas, and that the ocean
swell, even in quiet weather, was
too great to permitofl the use of
stone barges. Accordingly the
jetty had to be built from the
shore end, by carrying the stone
out over a tramway, and was begun
at hlﬁh-tide line inatead of at low-
tide line, thus making the total
projiected length of the jetty, in
1881, 3700 feet.

In 1884 the jetty was extended
shoreward a distance of 316 feet to
cloge up a gap that had been
washed out by the sea, making
the tota: projected length of the
jetty at that time abont 4000 feet.

The present project, adcpted in
1888, is to raise the south jettyto
full high water without extendin
it seaward, thus making its tota
length 3748 feet, and to construct
a middle jetty on the north side of
the entrance, about 2300 feet in
length, extendiuﬁmm the north
head along and behind the reef,
putting out from the head to a
point opposite the end of the south
Jetty and distant from it about
1000 feet.

Amount expended to June 30,
1889, was $332,631 15.

At that date the south jetty had
been completed to the entire lengt
a8 projected by the board of en-
gineers, and the north jetty to a
length oi 300 feet, and work was
being actively carried on.

The resulton the harbor ¢ ntrance
was to keep the bar channel more
in one place, and to increase the
depth over the bar.

hie south char.nel had been per-
manently cut off, and the tendency
of Lthe waters to go to the north re-
stricted.

The south jetty was bnilt up to
full high warer without being ex-
tnndpcf, about 18,640 tons of stone
being used.

The result of all thia work has
been to cans: the channel to run
ina direct line out tosea, and to
maintein .an ordinary dep'h of
eleven to twelve feet at low water,

FRA DIAVOLO KROUKOWSKI.

His Conviction Iin Russian— Career
as a Spendthrift Crocaus,

Kroukowski, the Russian Fra
Diavolo, who has just been couvict-
ed at Loutek, was, in some degree,
says & Paris correspondent of the
Paris News, a boulevardier, and
ten yesrs ago ran the rig here of a
spendthrift Cra'sus.  In his youth
he was ofien taken to Paris,
and received part of his ed-
ucation in a chool in the Rue de
Courcelles. His parents belonged
to the circle of the late Prince
Demidoff, and when Kroukowski
ran through his fortune in Paris
and at the gay winter recorts of the
south of France, he determined to
urganize & gang of bandits, and to
terrorize and plarder the province

of Volhynea.
His first recruils were hig men
servants, who, perhaps, were

slavishly obedient to him, and
from habite of docility allowed him
to enroll them in a gang having
robbery for its object. }easants
were then constrained to ac::erl.
his leadership. He conceived the
scheme as a boy in readin
Schiller’s *'Dio Ranber.” ‘‘Socia
Juitice’’ was on their banner, and
they pillaged the country houses
1e nobles, letting the villages
Kroukowski bad a genius
for disguising himseif.

It often enabled him when
hemmed in by troops to escape
through them. When Russia waa
made too hot for him he got away
to Gallicia to begin afresh. He
was there closely pursned. One
day he was on the point of being
taken. He was in a Russian officer’s
uniform, and the idea struck him
of going to call om tne Austrian
officer who was pursning him.
As the orderly was taking up bis
card he junmped on a saddle-horse
and galioped off. He was once of-
fered by the father of a fair prisoner
alarge fortune if he would marry
her and reform, but having a
»assion fora village girl, he refused.
Et was at a reudezvous with this
girl, that he was taken, alter fight-
ing like a tiger. As he bhad never
killed any one a capital sentence
was not passed, but the prisoner
