Mrs. Blaine remained with the
president and was the only lacy
present when he and the members
of the cabinet were ushered ino
the room and looked upon the fae
of the distingnished dead. When
the party left the house thy
bereaved widow and daughtes
entered the room and remaing
there a few minutes. While Mn,
Windom was kneeling over the

casket sobbing. the British minii-

ter came to the house and left a
message  of condolence for tle
family.

Secretary Windom's death &
especislly deplored by the newi-
paper men, He was accessible &
them at all times. He believed
the public had a right to knov
what the executive departments
were doing, and never declined
reasonable request for informatior
concerning the business of the
treasury. It is expected an orde
will iszue from the white housg
to-morrow cancelling all official re
ceptions and entertainments dur
ing the remainder of the season,
The time for the funeral will de-
pend upon the arrival of the son,
but probably it will take place

the fsmily residence, and with'
public services at the Churei of
Covenant, of which Mr. Winlom
was a member.

AN EXECUTINSE ORDER.

Tke following executive order
was issned thie afternoon through
the secretary of state and sent to
all other heads of departinants:
Siw: Hon Williamm  Windom,
secretary of the treasury of the
United States, died sadidenly last
night, in the city of New York, at
the hour of eleven minutes past
ten o’clock, in the 64th year of his
age. Thus has passed awaya man
ot pure life, officially, stainless in-
tegrity, distinguished by loi g and
eminent service in both hranches
of congress, and Dbeing twice
called to administer national
finances. His death has caused
deep regret throughout the coun-
try, while to the president and
those associated with him in the
administration of the government
it comes as a4 personal sorrow.
The preegident directs that all de-
partments of the execative branch
of the government and oificers
subordinate thereto shall manifest
due respect to the memory of this
eminentcitizéen in a manner to com-
port with the dignity of the office
he had honored by his devotion to
public duty. The president fur-
ther directs that the treasury de-
partment in all branches of the
capital be draped with mourning
for a period of thirty days; that on
the day of the funeral the geveral
executive departments shall be
closed, and that on all public
buildings throughout the United
States the national flag be dis-
played at half-mast.

CUNGRESS ADJOURNS,
Immediately alter the read® ‘¢
of the journal the senate - ad-
journed as 2 mark of respect to
the late Secretary Windom.

In bis opening paper, Chaplain
Rev. G. J. Butler referred vesy
feelingly to the death of the-ske-
retary.

After a few aflecting words of
tribute to the worthy deceased
gecretary of the treasury by Rep-
gentative Dunnell, ol Minnesota,
the house, on motion of McKin-
ley, as a mark of respect to the
deceased, also udjourned.

DEEP REGRET IN NEW YORK.

New York, January 30, — At
a meeting of the boapd of
trade and transportation commit-
tee this afternoon, a resolution
enlogistic of the public life of Wil-
liam Windom was adopted. The
regolution in closing says: ‘‘As
gecretary of the treasury under
President Harrison, he labored
courageously and successfully to
avert a widespread panicin a sea-
son of threatened financial tronble.
He died in speaking earnest and
honest words, and be fell at his
sost of duty ag truly as a soldier
alls on the battle field.”

CHARLES BRADLAUGH DEAD,

The Eminent Ecglish Free-Think-
or Fasses Away.

Loxpox, Jan. 30.—Charles
Bradlaugh died at six o’clock tlis
morning. At the moment of the
coming of death Bradlaugh was in
a state of inseneibility. Arrange-
ments are partiall'y effected to
hold the funeral Tuesday next,
which will be of the eimplest de-
scription, and there will be neither
procession, mourning emblems
nor funeral gervice.

Charles Bradlaugh, the eminent
English atheist and republican,

was born in Houxton, London,
September 26,1833, He developed

an early taste for politics, and at
the age of 15 he appeared as an
orator before street andiences dur-
ing the political turmoils of
184748, He became editor of the
National Reformer, which paper
he controlled up to the time of his
death. In 1873 he visited this
country and delivered a number of
lectures. Ile was a man of great
pergonal popularity and a polished
orator. He was a member of the
houre of commons for Northemp-
ton.
