The Standard Company Huas Just

Completedan Trnuense Purclhiase,

Pagsensovns, W, Va,, Feb, 20
—One of the largest doeals oves
made in an oil-prodacing tervitors
las just been concluded botween
E. M. Hukill and the Standard
Ol Company. The property con-
prizes 20,000 acres of land in Green
county, 'a., and in Monongahela
and Marion eounties, this staie,
which is a distinet oil and g
field owned and operated by il
kill. The ficld contains at present
sixty producing o1l wells, and fous
gas wells, of pressure. The daily
output of oil is 1200 barrels. The
price paid was $750,000, M:. [Tukil!
parting with all his property ex
cept three tracts of Jamd. about
which there is litigation. In this
connection, it may be sad the
Stundard 0il Company is at pre-
gent leasing and buying immnense
tracts of oil lends. They have
bought the entire county of (iil-
mer, outside of the conoty seat,
and nearly all of Doddridge connty
and part of Masgon, and every day
new tracts are gold to them.

When spring opens these new
tields are to be developed, as tank-
ages, pipes and timber are already
being placed on the ground. The
largest pipe in the conntry has
just been completed. It extends
from Morgantown, in this state,
which is the center of the Hukill
tract, to the works of the Atlantic
Refining Company at Philadeiphia.
It bas a capaeitv of 15,000 barrvels
per day, and will be operated at
once to its fullest capacity. The
Standard company has just erect-
ed tankage to the amount of 500.-
000 barrels and will handle all oil
produced in West Virginia, which
15 now about H000,
