Boston, April R. The largest
political gathering of the kind ever
held in Boston for vears, the tiret
dinner of the republican club of
Massachusetts, was held at th
music hall this evening. Coven
were l.nd for 810. Among the
guests rras Secretary of the Navy
Tracy, w ho in a speech paid a high
tribute to the republican party
and the present administration,
defended the 51st congress against
tiie charge of extravagance. Th
secretary then gave a detailed ac-
count of the work in which the
navy department is at present en-

gaged, and conclude I as follows :

"One last point in naval aifairs
remains to be considered, the
question of employment of labor
at the navy yards. For 50 years
this has been the weak epot in the
naval administration. Whatever
the party in control of the govern-
ment it seems hitherto to have
been pow erless to exclude jioliticai
influence in the employment of

navy yard labor. It is not enough
apparently that mechanics and
workmen in the government shot
shall be republicans or democrats,
but they must wear the collar oi
ward ! Msse?, wJjo ran the local
political machine. The practice is
an ulcer to the naval administra
tive system, and I propose to cut
il out."

The secretary said the details of
the system he proposed to adopt
are leing prepared, the essential
features of which, as applied to
the navy yards, are:

First, The apiKiintraent at each
yard of a registration board to
register all applicants foi employ-
ment in the department ol un-
skilled labor, to be selected as
reipiired, on the principle of
"first come, first served," with
reference only to army or navy
veterans, or men Laving families
to support.

Second the registration- of all
applicants ior the position of
skilled labor under the same rules
of preference and employment on
trial according to merits.

Third, the selection of foremen
upon competitive examination.
The hoard will consist of officers of
the navy.
