In
diana has L'ti counties that experi- -

euceu a loss in me same oecaoe.
a state which made an

immense gain, as a whole, thank:?
to the wonderful growth of Chi-

cago, has nn fewer than oOcouulieh
the population of w hich has de-

creased since 1SS0. Michigan did
not fare so badly, but l here are 1"

counties in tha state which lost

ground in that decade. KvenWis
cousin, away "out West" a few

years ago, reports a declining pup
illation in 7 counties, and Mm in-

sula, still further west aid mini
more sparsel settled, has
co'inties which aro losing ground.
Jowa presents perhaps a most re
markahle instance of reaction
fioin the early period of rapid
growth in farming sections. No
fewer than 27 of its counties had j

Kmaller populat ion last year than
in 18S0, and in some of them the
loss was as in uch as 111 per cent.
.Missouri has grown rapidly, and
yet even the state of vast natural
advantages has 10 counties which
showed a loss of population in the
decade end inn last summer. Kan-

sas lost population in II counties.
South l.':ikota in t'., and North
lakota in 4. although the Pakotas
had fewer inhabitants ten years
ago than square miles of territoiy.
.lust one state this side of the Kocky
Mountain region shows practically
uniform gains for the It-i- t years
between the tenth census and the
eleventh. Nebraska gained in
every county but one, and in i;i

counties the increase was muie
than 100 per cent. It must not
be understood, of course, that in
all or a majority of the counties
which rejorteil a smaller popula-
tion last June thin they were
credited with ten years before, in-

dustry and wealth have declined
or their general interests suttcred.
The use of more machinery and
the movement of young men and
women from the farms into the
cities makes ijiiite possible the
cultivation of as much land as
ever before the maintenance of
social institutions in epite of a
decrease in imputation, the falling
off being chiefly among children.
The end of the dow nward move-
ment of population must t ie
soon in all rural districts in which
the land is worth cultivating, and
the tide of migration which has
beeu settling toward .the Pacific
will also tlowiut) the Iish densely
Bettled districts of the older sec-

tions of the country. Then there
will Ik a steady, reasonable, and
permanent growth wherever
natural conditions warrant it.
