HAD TO GIVE IN.

THENEW TREATY WITH SPAIN
RKATIFIED,

Iwportant Concessions in the Cu-
bhan Trade Granted tothe United

Btntes.

Wasimsaroxs, April 17.—Advices
receivinl at the state department
indicue that the new treaty with
Spain has been  eonclnded, Tt
cotes within the provision of the
reciprocity clanse of (he MeKin-
ley Fill, and e x-Minister Jolin W,
Foster, who negotinted the terms
of the treaty, will soon be back in
Washington with tke fnll text.
Mr. Blaine gave Secretary Foster
full instructions before he depart-
ed thit he ghionld make no con-
cessiong for our government be-
vorid those in the MeKinley bill
and that bie should make clear to
the Spunish cabinet the distine-
tion bLetween the powers of the
president over the duties on sngar,
hides, tea and cotfee, and powers
aver the taritl on other articles
not named in the reciprocity sec-
tion,  MHe was directed especially
to make it plain that our govern-
ment would not surrender the
duties on tobacco as desired by the
Hpﬂninnls. Mr. Foster followed
his instroctions go well and with
go thorough n knowledge of the

spanigh  language  and  char
acter that the Mpanish govern-
ment promptly gave wiay.
They desired at first to  open

Cuban warkets to o few artic'es of
no great commercial importance in
return for the openimng of our mark-
ets to fien sugar. They proposed
that a separate treaty should then
be wade, 1n which they should
admit American flour to Cuba at
reduced duties in return for the
admission of Cuban tobacco to
this country., Mr. Foster made it
clear that ruch an arrangement
could not be made and that if
Spain did not yield a reasonuhle
return for free sugar, the daty on
suear would be reimposed on Jan-
nary 1, 1892, Mr. Foster had the
allvantage over the Spanigh gov-
ernment of offering them the al-
ternative ol accepting his terms or
inviting insurrectiun in Cuba,
which was lizely to end in the loss
of the island anl its anuexation to
the United States, That Mr,
Blaine was ready for this alterna
tive has several times been pointed
out in these digpatches. Spain is
compelled to surrender a large
share of her customs revenue in
Cuba by the new treaty, bnt she
natum!f_v preferred that to losing
the island altogether. The con-
cessions she has just made can
never be recalled without endang-
ering her sway in Cuba, and the
same concessions will bring Cuba
in  closer sympathy with this
country.

FREE COINAGE

Tarift' for Revenue Only—Inci-
dental Protection.

RESOLUTIONS WERE ADOPTED

That Is What the Oommerclal Congress
Anks For—They Were Very Eec-
thueiastic

Kaxsas Crry, April 17.—At the
commercial congrese to-day the re
ports of the committee on resolu-
tions were presented. The major-
ity of the reports favor the adopt-

ton by the congress of a Iz S‘IHJ'
orizing the free aad unYi-m ted
coinuge of silver and the issuance
ol & sufficient amount of legal
tender notes, to be redeemable
both in gold and silver, to restore
cognilibrom Letween money and
other products; favors tanfl for
revenue only ; declares that the
interstate commerce of the country
shoald be controlled by the general
wovernment ; favors improvement
ol water ways by the goverament;
vanalization of taxation, & bank-
rupt law; suppression of trusts
and combines ; amendment to the
immigration laws; restoration of
raillway land grants to the publie
domain and opening the surplius
land to settiement : reclamation of
arid lunds; the enactment of laws
to prevent dealing in future and
commends the secretary of agri-
culture for his effurts towards re-
moving the restriction of loreign
meat trade. The minority reports
favor afree and unlimited coinage
of American gold and gilver on the
rates established hy the internat-
wnal  money convemion, which
shall wake silver and gold of vqgual
purchesing power, favors tariil” for
revenne with incidental protection.

The iree coinage and tarill’ reso-
lutions of both reporis were re-
ceived with applause, as was also
that relative to the immigration
law, A resolotion which was
hailed with de'ight was the burial
of all animoesities between  the
North and South, and was re-
ceived with tremendons applause.
wtnd upon motion of Major Warner
of  Missouri, wuaa given three
hiean Ly cheers

The debate on the minority re-
port as a whole wis begon and the
discussion assmined a violent form.
Che winority  members of  the
commitive charged the congress
with being nothing but a demo-
cratic convention, The charges
caused a great tumult. Finally
the representatives of the businese
union of St. Panl withdrew from
the convention. The minority re-
port wus then votel down. The
consideration of the muajority re-
port was proceeded with and the
debate again  became  intensely
partisan and heated. Finally a
vate was taken by call of states,
on the adoption of the majority
report, and it was adopted, tid to
ah, all of the state Jrlvgationu
beiug divided upon the guestion.
The resolutions as a whole were
then adopted. Smallev, of Min-
nesota, then said, asthe congress
had degenerated into & democratic
pow wow, he decided as a no-par-
tisan delegate to resign 88 chair-
wmun of the committee on ree
olutions.

Then a great disturbance arose,
the air being rent with hisees and
groang, wingled with cheers and
applange. Smalleys opponents at-
tempted to howl him down, but
he stood hie ground until he had
finished his say. A resolution by
Bryan of Nebraska, was adopted
nrging congress to pass alaw mak-
ing all legal money legal tender,
notwithstunding any  contracts
which may eall for the discharge
of the obligations by payment of
pold. Other resolutions were
adopted indorging the world’s fair,
encorging the Torrey bankruptey
bill, and making the congress a
permanent organization to meet
bi-annually, Congress then ad-
journed.

These plans
it is a'leged involve the ultimate
extension of the Northwestern
gystem to Ogden.
