" NEGRO MINERS

Their Employment Leads to
Serious Results.

THE WHITE MINERS STRIKE.

The Force Tried to Induce Allto Btrike,
But Without Success —Firing om &
Viniog Train.

Searrue, May 19.—A special to
the l‘ml-lutelYigencer from the
Franklin mines pays that every-
thing is quiet there, although the
dead line guarded by Pinkerton’s
is maintained. The white miners
are showing signs of yielding.
Several families left town to-day,
selling their shanties, which were
built on the company's property,
to the company, which putsthe
negroes in pogsession at once. An
increaced forca of negroes wae put
to work this morging and more
will be put in to-morrow. A party
of white miners went to the nouse
of J. 8. Fry, the white engineer of
the engine, who refused to quit
work, and assailed his wife ver-
bally, #o that she had to take
refuge with her husband in the
engine house, At Eewcastle, the
other camp of the Oregon Im-
provement Co., the feeling runs
very nizh, because a few men
have staved at work at the pumps
and engines. Between 20 and 30
shots were fired at a special train
at 9:50 last night while it was
making the run from Cool Creek
to Newcastle, a distumce of two
miles.  sSheritl’ Woolery and Dep-
uty MeDouald were on the engine
and several bullets whistled past
their fuees, but no one was hit.

DYNAMITE EXFLOSION,
A Trauluo Demolished snud Elghtees
Meun Klilled,

Taurviows, May I.—Just he-
fore noon to«lay a work train on
the Hodson River road was blown
Lo atoms near here, by an explo-
sion of dynamite being transport-
ed for use in the track construction.
Mere were probably thirty-four
men upon the traio, eighteen of
whom were killed and the re-
maimnder  seriously, and some
futally wonnded.  Many of the
dead were blown into the river
and tive bodies still retain there.
The train was torn in pieces, the
track ripped from the road bed
and a great hole torn in the eerth.
There were twenty-four cases of
Jdynamite in the first car on the
train, each containing tifity pounds,
A rpark from the engine, it issaid,
set lire to & greasy rope coiled in
front of the packages and the ex-
plosion foliowed. Its force was
terriffic, walls of honses in Tarry-
town being shaken and some
cracked, and window glass fell in

showers to the sidewalks. Scores
of clocks were stopped,  Ag rapid-

Iy as possible the wounded were
vared for by snrgeons and removed
to hospitals. Ten of those killed
were picked up along the track,
while five were taken from the
river. Three of the injured died
thortly after heing picked up. It
is believed there are still some
bodies in the river, and the total
number of killed will be twenty or
more.

Desver, May 19.—North, South
and West gank all sectional inter-
egt at Lthe first session of the trans-
Mississippi congress, which open-
ed here to-day. When the con-
venlion was called to order by Mr.

Governor
Routte on behalf of the state w-1-
comed the delegates. Chairman
Fishback deprecated the sectional
Litteraess, but warned the conven-
tion not to be blinded by the vital
guestivn  awaiting  setilement.
Despite developments nine states
iu the New England corner of the
jrountry contiolled the wealth of
{the prople.  Thegdominated pol-
| ities and sueceeded in demonetiz-

ing rilver.

At the afternoon gegsion, Mayor
Shakerpeare, of New Orleans,
mizude speech in which he referred
to the recent events in New Or-
leans, and said he thanked the
people of the United Btates fer
the manner in which he was up-
held in trying 1o do his duty as an
American citizen. It is thought
that ex-Governor Anthony of Kan-
sus, will be elected permanent
chairman to-morrow.

This, however,
is 8 mistake, for the discharge of
tears continuous, and the tow
of moisture from the lachrymal
glands serves s very beauliful pro-
vision of nature. An immense
quantity of fine dust is always
tloating in the air, and though
this is impalpable to the vision, it
would eoou obscure the eight il
allowed to remain in the eyes.
The continuous flow of moisture
from the lachrymal glandsis suffi-
cient to keep the eyeballs clear
from this accmuulation of dust,
but when any grit, insector smoke
gets into the eyes it so effects the
nerves a8 to cause an extra How ol
tears to clear it away. Tears are
thus involuntary, and may be
caused by any pungent wapor,
guch as arise from acide or the
odor of onions. The chief ele-
ment in the composition of u tear
is water, but with water is associ-
ated minute proportions of salt,
soda, phosphate of lime, phos-
phate of =oda and mucus; and
when secn under the wmicroscope a
tear  ufter  evaporation  louks
like & very gall tish boue, owing
tu the salines formivg themselves
into lengthened crosslines,

MARTIAL LAW.

ARMED SOLDIEHS FATHOLTHE
STREETA IN POKT AulPRINCE

The Deposed Fresident of Haytl
Sald to be Hespounsihile fur the
Siate of AfMairs,

New York, May 19.—Maurtial
law has been proclcimed in I'ort
AuPrince. Armed soldiers patrol
the rareete night and day, and no
one is alliwed to enler or leaye
the city without & passp ort. The
Haytinu capitol is .iterally in a
atate of seige, and the canse of this
condition of affairs is the agitation
cauged by the supporters of Gener-
al Legets, the deposed president.
This news is contained in letters
received by merchants engaged in
the Haytian trade in New York.
It is also announced that the min-
ister of finance and foreign affaire
in I'resident Hippolyte's eabinet
hae resigned, though no explana-
tion is given. The report that an
attempt had been made on the
life of President Hippolyte is ab-
solutely denied. The exact date
on which martial law was pro-
claimed in the Haytian capital is
not given. For months, lﬁongh.
it was said the supporters of Legi-
time have been actively engaged
in stirring up a feeling agninst the
present administration. The de-
posed president, who is now so-
jeurning in Jamiica, it is said,
has been regularly posted in the
work of his gecret emissarics,

Pregident Hippolyte, however,
has not been napping, and he is
now determined to nip the threat-
encd uprising in the bud, and at
the same time if poseible, to ning
the guilty ones justice.

New Orreaxs, May 18.—A great
lightweight glove fight between
Aundy Bowen, the " Louisiana Tor-
nadc,”  and  DBilly  Meyer the

fight in the twenty-third round on
a foul.

THBE BUTTER MARKET.
Probability That Frices WIill Be
Higher This Year Tham Last.

Sax Frascigco, May 18—
“There is not nearly as much
butter being packed this season as
lart,”” eaid J. T. Howe to-day.
“Last year butter was down to 16
and 17 cents. This year good
butter is selling at 21 cents, The
market was thoroughly cleaned up
before this season’s packing com-
menced, owing o the demand
from the East for our butter. Last
year the Eastern market stiffened
and kept Eastern butter out of our
market, and the result was our
home product was wo'd quickly,
for we never have a surplus of
California butter here, and none
of last year’s product was held
over.
