DOWN TO DEATH |

An  Excursion Train  Goes
Through a Bridge.
SOME ONE BLUNDERED,

Avd & Horrible Mas acre is ths Result

Heart Mopdiog  Boenes  Are
Euacteds
Berxg, June 15.—The tolal

number of people who lost their
lives yealerday by the collapee ol
the :ailrcad bridge on the Moen-
chen, Stein & Bale railroad is now
plgoed at 120, with hundreds more
or less ajured. A account
of the disaster eays filty-seven
bodies are already recovered, and
that foity persons are severely
wounded. It is feared many
others are dead whose bodies have
not been found. The yictims were
mostly leading citizens of Bale
and its reighborhood.

Scenes which are heart rending
were witnessed in Bale to-day
when the bodies of a large number
of vietitng were taken there by
sorrowing relatives, and represen-
tatives of @ majority of the best
families of Bale are amongthe
killed and injured, Several fami-
lies are practically wiped out of
existence by the disaster, the full
extent ol which is not known even
at this hour. Bale is now a ecene
of bitter desolation and monrning.
Nearly every family in the city
may be #aid to have been touched
by the calamity, for those who
have not actually lost one of their
members have dear friends or ac-
guain'ances either amwong the dead
or among those who are wourning
the loss of reiatives. Those who
were wounded include so muny
serious ljuries Lhat almost eacn
hour records another death or
another ease in which the physi-
cians give up all hopes of saving
the patient’s life. FEverything tue
local and muaicipal authorities
can do to belp the wounded, re-
cover the dead or assist those in
distrees ig being done. Clergymen,
priests and physicians and a large
torce of troops and firemen and
scores of vehicles to be used as
ambulances have been digpatched
to the scene of the wreck.

aroops and firemen are bueily
engaged in removing the wreck,
recoveriog the bodies of the dead,
and trangporting the wounded to
their homes or to hospitals. Phy-
sicians wnd ministers of the gospel
are doing noble work in adminis-
tering to the wounded and com-
forting the bereaved. The neigh-
borhiood of the collapsed bridge
now resembles in many features
the aiter episodes of a battle or
the closing acts in some warlike
atruggle.  *till more g0 wag this
the case last night, when the river
banks were illuminaled by bhuge
fires, the Lroops and firemen work-
ing unceasingly, dragging the river
for the dead, nursing the wonaded
and keeping guard uaround the
spots where it was not thought
advisable to admil the crowds of
people who had flocked to the
gcene [rom every village in the
canton. The work of the soldiera
in dragging the river is grest'y!
impeded by the fact that i !
stream i8 considerably swollen In
the melting enow. Thus 1.
waters carried away wany bodie
and geveral days' dragging will L
required be‘ore the soldiers’ wure
will be completed. That “‘zowme
body'’ is to Llawme for the aczident
nobody doubits, but the people are
g0 takenap with present duty that
the question of blame is pustponed
for the present from any oflicial
consideration,

IT COSE HIM HIS LIVE,
That Was the Price An Austrian
OMcer Gave For His Temerity.

Viexna, June 15.—A member of
the Austrian nobiity, u cavairy
offiver, some time ago entered the
Turkish army, and, the better to
secure his advancement in the
seryice of the sultan, embraced the
Mohammedan religion. Asanother
bid for promotion he wrote a book
on tactics, which was really a val-
uable resume of the military prac-
tice ot various nations,with epecial
reference to the necessities of the
Turkish army. The superior offi-
cers oi the diligent Austrian, how-
ever, through jealousy, or some
other motive, refused to approve
the work, and put a veto upon the
expressed intention of the writer
to preeent the brochure to the
pultan. The author seized an oc-
casion when his duties breught
him near the sultan and made an
attempt to hand the book o the
mighty potentate. He was imme-
diately arrested aud burried away,
the impression bheing created
among those who witnessed the
epigode that he was regarded asan
asgagsin. His fate is unknown,
but the Austrian embassy has
caused inquiries to be instiluted
tl rough the regular dipiomatic
channels aa to the case. The fact
that the unlucky officer had be-
come & Mussulman may be used as
a bar to the successful prosecution
of inguiry. It is thought the vie-
tim bas been bow-stringed before
this time.

SEAL FISHERIES.
The Agreement Beiween the Two
Counntries,

Wasminaron, June 15.—The
president to-dap issued a proela-
mation stating that the agreement
tor the modus vivendi bztween
the government of the United
states and the government of ber
Uritannic majesty, in relation to
inr seal fisheries in Belining sea,
was concluded on the 15th day
of last June., It reads:

“For the purpo e of avoiding ir-
ritating dillercnces and with a
view to promot *a f-iendly settle
ment of the questions pendiog be-
tween the Lawo govermmments,toach-
ing Loneir respeetive rights in Beh-
ring sea a1l for preservation of
seal species, the following agree-
ment is made without prejudica to
the rights or claims of either
pariy. llermajestv’s government
will prohibit until slay next seal
killing in that part of Belnin: fea
iving castward of & line of demark
ation deseribed in Article No, 1 of
Hhe treaty of 1867, between the
United States and Rassia, and
will promptly use its beet efforts
‘o insure the observance of this
mohibition by Brizigh subjects and
Vs s,

“Second—The United  =tates
government will prolibit seal kill-
mgior the same period in the
gawe part of Beliring seq, and on
the shoies and islands thereoi the
proper.y of the United States, in
excess of 7500 to be taken on the
izland for eubsisteace and care of
the natives, and will promotly use
itg best etlusts o insure the ol
servance of this probibition by
United States citizens and vezsels.

“Tlund—Lvery vessel or person
olfending aganst this prohibition
in said waters of Belhiring sea onut-
sitde the ordinary territorial limits
of the United States may be seized
and detained by paval or other
duly  commissioned oflicers of
either high contructing parties,but
they shall be hauded over as soon
ag practicable to the authorities of
the nation to which they respect-
ively belong, who shall alone have
jurisdiction to try the oflense and
unpose the penaliv for the same,
Witnesses and proofs necessary to
establish the otfense shail also be
sent with them,

“In order  to facilitate such
proper inguiries as her majesty’s
government may desire to make,
with a view to the presentation of
the case that an agreement for
arbitration mav be arrived at, it is
agreed that suitable peisons,
designated by Great Britain, will
Ix permitted at any time, upon
application to visit or remain upon
the seal islands during the present
sea'ing season for that purpose.

“‘Signed aud sealed in duplicate
at Washington this 15th day of
June, 1591, in behali of their re-
spective governments by

Witnian F. Waarrtos,

States.
