ENORMOUSTREASURE]

Unearthed by a Lucky Contrac-
tor in Brazil.

SEVENTY MILLIONS IN GOLD,|]

Discovered ln Tearlug Down the 0ld
Oastle of Ban Antouio—The Btate
Cialms Half of It.

New York, July 20.—Seventy
million dollars in gold and §l,-
000,000 worth of go'd dust, orna-
ments and precious stones is the
comfortable find which a contrac-
tor of Rio Janeiro, Brazil, is re-
ported to bave made. He was
engaged in tearing down the old
castle of Ban Antonio, and discov-
ered this gold mine, where it has
been hidden since some lime in
the last century. The El Carreo,
published at Venezuela, gives a
detailed report of this di-covery.
Before it was convertes into a
castie San Antonio was a monas-
tery under the control of the
Jesnits. During this period the
treasure is supposed to have been
hidden underneath the castle
vaults, ae it was in one of these
a large number of cases, chests
and bundles were discovered. Tne
contract lor the demolition of the
«astle stipulated in the event of
the discovery of any precious
wetals hall the treasure should
belong to the state.

~he engineer promptly notified
the Brazilian government. His
msmoranda enumerates the fol-
lowing articles taken from the
vanlte: One hundred and twelve
wooden boxes with iron clasps,
waighiug 87 kilos each ; four cast-
iron chests, weighing 615 kilos
each; sixteen leather sacks, sewed,
weighing 39 kilos each ; 806 pack-
ages of parchments, with o total
weight of 1457 kilos; three boxes
containing papers, iwenty-six
packages, sligh'ly damaged. An
examination of the contents of
these chests and packages resulted
in the most astonishing find of 112
wooden cases which contained
goldl money to the value of
$70,000,000 in the shape of old
Portuguese cruzades (ancient mil-
reis worth sbout 50 cents each’,
and an mccounting of the
treasure was verified by documenta
fourd in _cases. Among the
rn;r% was the receipt of
“rEAT ite Anton, superior of
the order of Jesuits, acknowledg-
ing the receipt of 20,000,000 cru-
zades in gold to be turned uver to
Don John as a tribute of honor
npon his yoyage to Brazil. These
20,000,000, together with 7256 kilo-
grams of gold powder contsined in
fonr iron chests, and 5 kilos of
gold bare, the vessels and richly
worked ornaments were to go to
Portugal aboard the royal squad-
ron of caravels and galleons,which,
under command of Don Sebastian,
was to touch at Brazil en route to
Lisbon. It is said, when, in the
last century, Marquis Pombat, a
great Portuguese ptatesman e-
manded the remittance of the
above named sum, Father Anton
buried the treasure in the vaultsof
his monastry and denied it had
ever heen in his possession, declar
ing it had been taken away durit,
the previons reign. Inconsegner v
of this denial, which did uot .
ceive the marquis, the Jesuil
were expelled from Brazil an!
Portogal, The twenly-six pack
ages were found to contain a var-
iety of precious stones %hose value
eannot be stated, as they have not
yet been appraised. It is some-
thing enormous, however. The
excavations about the castle are
not yet finished, and the discov-
ery of new treasures is not impos-
sible.

ARMING THE FRONTIER,

Kussinn Troops In Large Numbers
on the Galiclan Border.

Losnox, July 20.—Vienna dis-
patches state that the government
is informed of fresh arrivals of
Russian troops on the Galician
borders in numbers far beyond
the ordinary requirements of
frontier duty. It is a'so reported
the Russian fortifications have
been strenzthened and equipped
with gnos of heavier caliber than
those hitherto mounted. It is
presumed that the pretext for this
extraordinary military precaution
wis furnished by Austria in ang
menting the military on the same
flnntiuiwilll a view of prevontin%
an invasion of Russian Jews. 1
this be the case, the St. Peters-
burg government has been re-
markably quick to take advantage
of a precautionary measure, made
necesgsry by the effect of its own
decree, to concentrate a military
force on the border of adriendly
country entirely out of proportion
to its needs in times of peace.

THE WHEAT OUTLOOK

PROSPECTS BRIGHT FOK GOOD
CROFS AND PRICES,

A Summary of thae Hurvest Pros-

pevts of the Wuild A Heavy
Crop ln This Couuiry,

Loxpox, July 20.—The Times
summarizes the harvest prospects
of the world as lollows: In Russia,
grave deficit, peasantry starving
and small hope of relief; India,
serioue anxiety, famine prevails
over a considerable portions of the
country; Madrag, Rajputana and
Punjab are the worst eufferers; a
drouth in Bengal and the need ol
more rain is urgent ; Bombay alone
promises a good harvest. The
American harvestis grod both in
quality and amonnt; but with »
failure of Inlian and Russian sup-
plies, it is of utmost importance
that the English crop should not
be shoit. The prospect on the
whole is good. In the chief wheat
counties, Essex, Norfolk and Suf-
folk, the crop ie above an average.
and in other counties up to an
average. The haevest will be late
and prices high.

New York, July 20.—The state
department report conform the
staternents as to the French wheat
crop, and state that the shortags
wiil be from 80,000,000,to 100,000,-
000 bushels. The wheat crop of
this country is estimated at from
500,000,000 to 560,000,000 bushels,
but on account of the unusual
clean-up of old wheat, the surjlus
may not be more than 150,000,000,
Russia is ehort and may have to
mport breadstcffs; France has
Iready engaged 30,000,000, and
Australia ie not prepared 10 com-
pete seriously with this country,
s0 that the outlook for wheat-
growers 18 bright,
